F2.0  PERIOD OF CONTRACT

This contract has a duration of ten (10) years, consisting of a 2-year base period followed by four 2-year option periods.  
F3.0  3.2.4-20 INDEFINITE QUANTITY (JULY 1996)

(a)  This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b)  Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the "Ordering" clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the maximum.  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the minimum.

(c)  Except for any limitations on quantities in the "Order Limitations" clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d)  Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 10 years from the date of contract award.

F4.0  DELIVERIES 

Equipment to be furnished under this contract shall be shipped F.O.B. receiving facility and installed by the Contractor.  Final acceptance is FOB destination.

The Contractor shall deliver the First Article system to the FAA Technical Center for testing and acceptance.  The Contractor shall deliver the first production system to the designated FAA site as ordered by the Government.  The contractor will not be required to deliver more than one (1) systems per month unless mutually agreed upon by the Government and Contractor.  The current best estimate of deliveries is provided in Appendix F1, Analysis of Buys and Schedule. 

Site spares ordered shall be delivered with the AFSS VS system.

Documentation shall be delivered in accordance with instructions provided in the appropriate CDRL.

F5.0  3.2.4-16 ORDERING (OCTOBER 1996)

(a)  Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of a contract modification, delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. 

(b)  All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c)  If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail.  Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

F7.0  3.2.2.8-2 VARIATION IN QUANTITY (APRIL 1996)

(a)  A variation in the quantity of any contract item will not be accepted unless the variation has been caused by conditions of loading, shipping, or packing or allowances in manufacturing processes, and then only to the extent, if any, specified in paragraph (b) below.

(b)  The permissible variation shall be limited to: Zero (0) % increase and Zero (0) % decrease.  This variation applies to all contract items.

F9.0  3.2.4-34 OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (APRIL 1996)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract.  These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor.  The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within the period specified in the Schedule.

F10.0  3.2.4-35 OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (APRIL 1996)
