FAA NEXT GENERATION MESSAGING SYSTEM

The FAA hereby issues amendment 3 to subject Screening Information Request (SIR) to change the parameters of the Operational Capability Demonstration (OCD) test-bed environment.  The FAA has reconsidered it’s position with respect to the “New Messaging System” portion of the Operational Capability Demonstration (OCD) test-bed.  As opposed to limiting the offerors to the operating system versions currently in use by the majority of FAA users, the SIR parameters will allow the offerors to propose currently commercially-available version of the noted operating systems.  The SIR is revised as follows: 

1.  The due date for submission of proposals is hereby extended to allow offerors time to revise their proposal and strategy to address the changes to the SIR implemented by this amendment.  Section E under DIRECTIONS TO OFFERORS is hereby revised to read as follows (changes are highlighted in Boldface):    

E. Due date and place of delivery for proposals

Proposals shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer at the following location on or before 3:30 pm of Wednesday, August 2, 2000:

Offerors must submit one original and five copies of the proposal and End-User and Technical Requirements Questionnaire.  

2. Attachment 3 to the OCD document, depicting the NexGen Testbed Environment, is changed as follows:  

a.  The New Messaging Intel-Based Server shall utilize one of two operating systems allowable per the SIR (NT or Novell).  For OCD purposes, offerors may specify any currently commercially-available version of these two operating systems. For those offerors proposing products to be tested on the Intel-Based Server, the offeror must specify the version of NT or Novell they desire.  

b. The MTA and client/management station are revised 

to reflect Microsoft Windows versus Windows 95.  Also, see the change noted in paragraph 3 below.  

c. The New Messaging Unix Server shall utilize the

Solaris 2.X operating system. For those offerors proposing products to be tested on the Unix server, the Offeror must specify the version of Solaris 2.X they desire.  

The revised version of Attachment 3 to the OCD document is provided as Attachment 1 to Amendment 3.  

3.  With respect to the New Messaging System side of the OCD test-bed, the FAA will provide a Microsoft Windows-based OS platform (at the Windows 95 level) to serve in the capacity of the Message Transfer Agent (MTA) and another like device to serve as a Management Station and client.  However, offerors may specify another operating system and/or version number referenced in the product documentation of the proposed product, provided it is commercially available.  However, for those offerors that propose Windows for this environment, it shall be at least at the Windows 95 level.
