REQUIREMENT:   The Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition(FAA) has a requirement for support services to the NAS Performance Management Database.  The contractor shall provide technical support in the creation, validation, analysis and dissemination of NAS Performance Management data, documents, charts, and graphs.  This shall be accomplished by using off-the shelf software, data collection, database building, extraction, and programming for the following databases:  (1) National Outage Database (NODB), (2) National Airspace System Performance Analysis System (NASPAS), (3) National Airspace System Tools (NASTOOLS) database, (4) Cost and Performance Management System (COMS) database., (5) Maintenance Management System (MMS), (6)Microsoft Office for Windows 95, and other applicable applications utilized by the FAA’s NAS Performance Division Analyst/Automation Support Office.





Potential Offerors must possess demonstrable ability to support the FAA’s immediate needs to avoid a lapse in service.  Current capability is expected to be exhausted 30 September 1997.
