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Evaluation Criteria

Evaluation Process

The Evaluation Team will evaluate the proposals submitted by the required response time using the Evaluation Criteria and percentages shown below.  The successful offeror will be determined based on the overall best value to the Government, price and all other factors considered.

Evaluation Factors In Order of Importance:

1. Offeror must demonstrate relevant experience and demonstrated skills in Benchmarking and program evaluation techniques. (45 points)

2. Offeror must demonstrate relevant experience in public and/or private sector management development programs throughout the country. 
(30 points)

3. On a Go/No-Go basis, Organizational Development Specialist and Training Specialist are to have a Bachelors Degree and a minimum of two years of experience. (25 points)

Proposal General Instructions

Proposals shall be complete and conform to the instructions in this section; incomplete proposals or proposals which contain significant deviation may result in the exclusion of such proposals from further consideration.  General statements that the Offeror understands the requirements of the work to be performed, or simple rephrasing or restating of the FAA’s requirements, will not be considered adequate and will be reflected in lower evaluation scores or may be cause for rejection of the proposal. All proposals will be screened initially for completeness, accuracy and timeliness.  Offeror's whose proposals that do not meet all three initial screening criteria will not be evaluated further. It is the offeror’s responsibility to ensure the completeness of the proposal.  The evaluation of proposals will be conducted on the basis of the information contained in the written proposal.  The Government will not assume that an offeror possesses any capabilities not specified in the written proposal. There is a twenty (20) page limitation set on the Technical proposal exclusive of resumes.  Resumes shall be no longer than two (2) pages per person.
