I. Purpose:

The purpose of this Screening Information Request (SIR) is to seek competent and qualified contractors to perform janitorial services for the Salt Lake City Air Route Traffic Control Center and Child Care Center, and security guard services for the Salt Lake City Air Route Traffic Control Center, located at 2150 West 700 North, in Salt Lake City, Utah.  The Screening Information Request (SIR) is 100% set-aside for Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Business.  Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Businesses (SEDB) competing on this acquisition must be certified under SIC code 7349 and be in good standing with the Small Business Administration.  Certification documents may be required when submitting offers.  Screening information allows the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) to determine which SEDB offeror(s) are most likely to receive an award, and ultimately, which SEDB offeror(s) will provide the FAA with the best value.  The FAA has appointed an Integrated Product Team (IPT) who will evaluate each response received and make a selection of qualified SEDB offerors based on the evaluation criteria established in this SIR.  The SIR evaluation process may involve face to fact negotiations with one of more offerors.  The intent of these negotiations is for the FAA evaluators, or IPT, to gain a better understanding of the proposed project and/or to clarify evaluation information submitted by the offeror(s).  All offerors that are eliminated from the competition will be notified in writing.  

Written responses to this SIR are due by close of business on August 9, 2000.  Issuance of the solicitation package to selected qualified offerors is scheduled for August 21, 2000.  The duration of this contract will be awarded with one base year and four option year renewal periods.  

II. Scope of the Project:

The FAA, Northwest Mountain Region intends to award a contract for janitorial and security guard services for the ARTCC, and janitorial services for the Child Care Center located just outside the ARTCC facility.   The ARTCC and Child Care Center are operational 24 hours per day, seven days per week.  Janitorial services include standard cleaning practices for an office type environment; and specialized cleaning procedures for high security areas such as the ARTCC control rooms and electronic rooms.   This facility is located in a high security area.  All contractor personnel must successfully pass security clearance requirements before being allowed on site.  

III. Evaluation Criteria:

Prospective offerors are require to submit a business proposal.  Proposals shall be technically evaluated as either “acceptable” or “not acceptable” on the basis of the following criteria:

1. Past Performance

2. Qualifications of key personnel

3. Price (not to be included with SIR response)

Any proposal determined to be “not acceptable” in any evaluated area, criteria, or sub-element thereof, shall render the proposal to be unacceptable and therefore rejected from further consideration.  The government may reject any and all proposals and waive informalities or irregularities in proposals.  One-on-one discussions may be held, at the option of the Government, with one or more offerors, as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer, to clarify proposals, resolve issues and omissions, etc.

IV. Proposal Content:

A prospective offeror shall submit a complete business proposal which shall encompass, but not necessarily be limited to, the content set forth herein.  Note, all proposal areas must be fully addressed.  A negative response is required in the event of no similar experience for a particular area, or for any item that is not applicable.  Any omission or partial and vague responses, may lead to the information, experience, past performance, qualifications of key personnel, names of subcontractors, etc., shall be considered proprietary data and shall be utilized for evaluation purposes only and kept confidential.

TECHNICAL AND BUSINESS PROPOSAL (3 COPIES)

Criteria #1:  Past Performance

1. Provide all similar business activity during the past three (3) years.  Be specific and give details for each project such as:

· Project title, description, contract number

· Dollar value

· Customer name, address, phone number, and contact person

· Scope of work

· Performance period; dates and number of calendar days

· Any contractual issues or technical matters disputed, and resolution thereof

· Any claims and resolution thereof (i.e., nature, number, dollar value)

· Any information that would reflect on the offeror’s ability to meet schedule constraints

Criteria #2:  Qualifications of Key Personnel

Resume information inclusive of all pertinent data related to years experience, employment history, education, training, accomplishments, licenses, certificates, etc.

Criteria #3:  Price

(not to be included with SIR response.)

The offeror shall submit pricing information as prescribed in PART I – SECTION B of the Request for Offers.  Criteria elements #1 and #2 are significantly more important than price (Criteria #3).  Therefore award may be made to other than the lowest priced offeror when the IPT determines that Criteria elements #1 and #2 outweighs the price advantage.

There will be three separate contract line items (CLIN) in the bid schedule.  A single award can be made for each CLIN.  

In the event of any disparity between the CLIN unit price and the extended price, the CLIN unit price shall be deemed correct, and the total offered amount shall be revised accordingly, unless available information indicates otherwise.
