PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT:   In accordance with the Federal Aviation Acquisition Management Systems (FAAAMS), the intent of this public notification is to ascertain the general availability of suppliers for the services identified herein.  This public notice is not intended to guarantee public notification of procurement of the services.



REQUIREMENT:   The Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition(FAA) has a requirement for support services to enhance the capacity of the National Airspace System (NAS).  These services shall include the planning, design, and conduct of management and programs studies, analyses and evaluations, including airspace/airport simulations and modeling.  Services provided shall also include the development, preparation and coordination of program documentation and reports.



Potential Offerors must demonstrate full understanding of the technical requirements and provide sound approaches for meeting the requirements.  



This procurement will be conducted in accordance with the FAA Acquisition Management System policy, effective April 1, 1996, and therefore will not be subject to Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) procedures.  This procurement will also, be set-aside in support of the FAA’s Small Disadvantage

1.0	RELEVANT EXPERIENCE SUBMISSION



Information submitted for this evaluation and the qualification statements will not be used in the RFO’s technical/price evaluation phase.



1.1	PREPARATION INSTRUCTIONS



The FAA is seeking Capability Statements from firms. The statement shall demonstrate/include:



a.	A complete understanding of the technical requirement as described in accordance with the attached Statement of Work.  



b.	Details of the offeror’s technical approach for responding to and accomplishing requirements under this procurement.



c.	The proposed organization and staffing plan for the project team including project management and relationships of subcontractor.



d.	Addressing of the proposed quality control system for work performed under the contract as well as corrective methodology.



e.	Sufficient information for judging the experience and competence of the staff proposed to be assigned to the contract in order to ensure that they possess the qualifications to successfully perform the work efforts in accordance with the attached SOW.



f.	A listing of 3 contracts of a similar nature.  Information should be garnered from points of contact supplied by offerors, as well as other legitimate and knowledgeable sources, government or industry, who are or have been in a position to evaluate the offeror’s past performance.  Each project listed shall contain the following information.



(1)	Size and brief account of the scope of work.  



(2)	Agency or Organization for which the work was performed.



(3) 	Contract Type



(4)	Period of Performance/Value 



(5) 	Point of Contact; Name, Address, Telephone



Responses will be accepted from all interested parties in the form of Statements of Qualifications (SOQ)and must consist of no more than 10 one-sided pages in length, standard size pages with standard type and must address the capabilities needed to support the requirement.  Statements will be subject to technical review.  Statements will not be scored but will be evaluated “qualified” or “not qualified”.  Statements Of Qualifications are due by December 10, 1997.  Specific time and instructions are provided below.



1.1.1	Description of Past Performance and Relevant Experience



	(a)  General Requirement:  The company shall include a description of three contracts of similar nature and complexity which represent company experience in related activities.  However, at least one contract of the three described shall contain engineering services of approximately $4 million over a five year period and providing 8 to 15 people in (1) year.  The technical experience required in compliance with Section C can be met through the combination of experience described in all three contracts.



The Government prefers that the contracts reflect the experience of the division likely to perform the work, but company-wide experience may be used where divisions are set up to handle specific contracts.  Both Government and non-Government contracts are acceptable.



	(b)	Specific Requirement:  The contract identified, of a similar nature and complexity to this effort, will be evaluated based on experience in engineering support, technical support, analytical and planning assistance for a system equivalent to the FAA’s National Airspace System (NAS).



	(c)	Submission Format:  The company shall provide:



	(1)	Contract number, name, address, and telephone number of the Contracting Officer; contract type; original and current or final contract value; and period of performance.



(2)	description of contracts addressing the technical area(s) from (b) above.



PREQUALIFICATION FACTORS 



The company’s experience and past performance on contracts of similar scope and nature will be evaluated to assist in the overall assessment of capability of the company to successfully perform on engineering, technical and program management support contracts.  The evaluation factors are listed below as (1) through (3).  Factors (1) and (2) are the most important and are equal in importance.  Factor 3 is less important than Factors 1 and 2. 



		(1)	Demonstrated ability to meet schedule and cost objectives using the 3 contracts described, and



		(2)	Quality of product/service delivered using the 3 contracts described.



		(3) Overall experience on similar work (including other divisions which may be accessed for this effort).  Experience must be demonstrated in ALL of the following areas:

2.0 	RELEVANT EXPERIENCE ADJECTIVAL RATINGS



	(a)	The evaluation factors will be assigned an adjectival rating as follows:



		(1)  ACCEPTABLE - Offerors statement of capability indicates success on referenced programs.



		(2)	UNACCEPTABLE - Offerors statement of capability indicates low probability of success on referenced programs.  Significant deficiencies exisit which would indicate likely inability to successfully perform on this program.

ANTICIPATED SCHEDULE:  It is anticipated that the companies responding to this announcement will be notified within 7 days from the closing announcement date as to whether they are qualified.  It is anticipated that a RFO will be issued on or about December 12, 1997.   Award of this contract is expected to be NLT January 30, 1997.



PROPOSED ACQUISITION APPROACH INFORMATION:  It is anticipated that the RFO will require an oral presentations and a brief technical proposal, along with a price/cost proposal.  Offerors will be evaluated by a Technical Evaluation Team using “best value” technical evaluation plan (subject to change, the exact evaluation criteria will be stated in the RFO.  It is anticipated that the greatest emphasis will be placed on technical factors over proposed costs.
