C.1	Objectives



The objective of this contract is to procure computerized test administration services for the Air Traffic Selection and Training (ATSAT).  The ATSAT examination will be administered to between 2000 and 9000 examinees during FY 1998 and possibly at the same level for each of the following 4 years.



C.2	Background



As a result of FAA personnel reform, Air Traffic Service (ATS) is developing an employment examination, known as the Air Traffic Selection and Training (ATSAT), to be implemented in December 1997.  At that time, most applicants seeking employment in ATS’s air traffic controller specialist (ATCS) enroute and terminal positions will be required to pass the examiniation known as the Air Traffic Selection and Training (ATSAT) test.

 

The ATSAT is a computer-based examination.  It has several subtests with a combined testing time limit of 6.5 hours.  The ATSAT will be administered in its entirety in a single day of testing, with subtests to be administered on as as-needed basis during retesting of applicants.  A CD-ROM containing an electronic copy of the operational version of the ATSAT testing software will be provided to the Contractor for test administration.



The FAA will provide the Contractor with electronic lists of eligible examinees in an agreed upon format and schedule.  The Contractor shall schedule all eligible examinees for test sessions.  The Contractor shall provide electronic downloads of test results to the FAA on a daily basis in an agreed upon format.



To keep costs to the FAA to minimum, and to provide easy access of examinees to testing locations, the Contractor must have a large number of testing locations distributed throughout the United States and its possessions. 



C.3	Description of Work



The Contractor shall provide the following services:



a.  Schedule testing sessions with FAA job applicants based on authorizations electronically transmitted by the FAA to the Contractor.



b.  On a daily basis, if required, administer the ATSAT to authorized and scheduled FAA job applicants.
