DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS
C.1
BACKGROUND
The Office of Air Traffic and Airspace Management (ATA) is responsible for airspace study capability development, management of airspace design policy development, and redesign standards and guidelines for the National Airspace. The goal of these efforts is to increase the efficiency of the National Airspace System (NAS), through flexibility and predictability improvements, while maintaining or enhancing system safety. To perform these functions, ATA develops and manages an automated analysis and planning capability, which requires technical and analytical support.  This automated capability is used to model, simulate, and analyze air traffic flows as they are affected by airspace design and configurations. The automated capabilities are based on the integration of the Airspace Analysis Tool (AAT) suite with other commercial off-the-shelf  (COTS) tools, and data available from the Enhanced Traffic Management System (ETMS).  Data from other operational air traffic systems like the Automated Radar Tracking Systems (ARTS), and the main radar tracking systems for en route flight activity, called HOST, are frequently used, and must be manipulated and integrated with ETMS flight activity to produce a consistent flight profile history.

The Geographical Information System (GIS) products provide background processes and functions using the incoming ETMS data, which is then stored in an Oracle Database Management System and extracted, as needed, to support analyses within other tools: e.g. SDAT, RAMS (Reorganized Air Traffic Control Mathematical System), and the AAT GIS tools.  Additionally, the GIS products are undergoing enhancements, which ultimately impact the operation of these other tools.  New airspace and environmental tools like TAAM and NIRS (Noise Integration Routing System) will be introduced into the suite of tools.

The automated capability has a highly specialized data handling operation, consisting of 16 SUN computers and 6 various style personal computers connected by a local area network within which all the automated analysis and planning support occurs.  There is a C-program parsing process that prepares all operational data used and places the data into an Oracle database.  An archiving process operates in parallel with the parsing function and stores the flight activity data in special formats in an Oracle database for later recall as required for planning and analysis functions.  Various applications and tools use the data in both its forms for immediate and post-processing analysis in support of all the ATA mission activities.
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DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS
C.1
BACKGROUND
Air Traffic Service is continually enhancing the process based upon ETMS data to establish and sustain a database as the sole certified source for reviewing, studying, reporting, and developing airspace-use efficiency.  All the tools currently in use are undergoing enhancements and capability improvements, which generate the requirement to evaluate effects and make functional improvements to these products.

ATA needs end-to-end technical and analytical support to operate this planning and analysis capability.  Management of day to day activity will be driven by the Goals defined in the FAA’s Strategic Plan, the Air Traffic Services Business Plan, the Airspace Management Plan, and the Standards and Guidelines for Airspace Studies.  The contractor must engineer, integrate, implement, operate, and maintain the planning and analysis capability with the ultimate goal of providing technical analyses that support the on-going ATA activities for national airspace redesign.  Although the priorities are subject to change, the contractor provide the breath of activities and resources to deliver the support needed for ATA’s redesign activities; secondary input for strategic planning of needed activities will be recommended by the aviation community through RTCA Special Committee action.

C.2
SCOPE
This statement of work sets forth the Government’s requirement for a technical and analytical support contract to manage the automated analysis and planning capability that has been established and located with the Air Traffic Control System Command Center in Herndon, VA., and for programmatic support and analytical work at FAA Headquarters.

Air Traffic Airspace Management activities as supported by this contract will include the following functional areas:  (1) Management/System Engineering, System Analysis, System Integration Support; (2) Network Administration and Integration Programming; (3) Database Management/System Support; (4) Operations Research/Command and Control Technical Analytical Support.

The contractor shall furnish and otherwise make available the professional, technical, administrative, and managerial services to operate the planning and analysis function as it exists.  Additionally, the equipment is to be maintained in operating order, and appropriate software licensing, upgrades, and engineering shall be accomplished to continue the up-to-date level of service and capability.  
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DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS
C.2
SCOPE
Newly engineered capability, functions, and systems shall be completed as directed by the Government and the new capability incorporated to become “current” capability.

C.3
TECHNICAL SUPPORT
This contract will require the Contractor to provide expertise in the following Support Areas:

Management/System Engineering, System Analysis, System Integration Support: 

The Contractor shall provide overall management of the planning and analysis capability function, to include day-to-day management, administrative matters directly attached to the capability, and engineering of new or altered capability as determined through analyses and Government program management direction.

The contractor shall support ATA in identifying and analyzing system integration requirements.  This activity must be cognizant of FAA direction as defined in the annual issues of the Strategic Plan and the ATS Business Plan so as to independently respond with planning and analysis capability that will optimally support program goals. The contractor shall supervise the overall conduct of data preparation, study activity, and results’ presentation to achieve incremental objectives in the national airspace redesign process.

Network Administration and Integration Programming: (Personnel expertise in ETMS data area, and in airspace redesign/traffic flow analysis).  

The contractor shall maintain and administer the Local Area Network, the server operations, the communications, and the functionality of the existing planning and analysis capability.  This area of support is needed to keep computers on task with their currently assigned functions, including hardware and software maintenance and licensing.  Administering user accounts, access, and security are support tasks that are essential to this function’s day to day operation.

The contractor shall provide programming and software engineering to accommodate, integrate, or reengineer functions that must be added or altered in response to functional improvements directed by the government.  
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DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS
C.3
TECHNICAL SUPPORT
This includes operational data handling and routing within the elements/nodes of the local area network.  Physical and notional changes may be needed to the local area network configuration in response to new or enhanced capability.

Database Management/System Support: 

The contractor shall provide software-engineering support, as a minimum, for Oracle a database that makes up the relational management of flight activity and that manages the archive of all operational data processed by the lab.  Database support includes research and development of certain prototypes employed to deliver planning and analysis capability, whether it be new or enhanced capability.  

As an integral part of database support, the contractor shall continuously evaluate the performance of the installed databases for evidence and instances of a need to reengineer existing architecture for performance enhancements.  These databases will become very large and their usage will become increasingly demanding such that system delivery capability must be retooled for faster responses.  Licensing currency and user profile maintenance shall be accomplished as a routine part of the database management support.

Critical to database management is the separate operation of the 3-day, on-line flight activity database and the continuous archive database.  Although each is distinct, the contractor shall ensure ready availability of both systems, including routine access support for authorized users who are conducting airspace and traffic flow studies in support of national airspace redesign activities.  Data validity checks, database backups, restorations, and redesigned architectures are elements of support that the contractor shall be prepared to provide.

Operations Research/Command and Control Technical Analytical Support: 

The contractor shall provide analysis capabilities that are highly Scientific Method based in the conduct of planning and analysis activities that support the day to day objectives of the national airspace redesign studies.  The contractor shall conduct study preparations as specified in the ATA Handbook – “Guidelines” for airspace studies.  Skill and experience in the use of modeling and simulation processes and automated tools shall be delivered as required by the airspace redesign studies assigned by the government.  
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DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS
C.3
TECHNICAL SUPPORT
Skills delivered shall include Sector Design Analysis Tool capability, Total Airport Airspace Modeller, Reorganized Air Traffic Control Mathematical Model, Noise Integrated Routing System Model, and any FAA-Simmod based modeling tools.

The contractor shall deliver a highly qualified and highly experienced capability in conducting analyses of air traffic control system inefficiencies, including command and control aspects of ATC duty assignments, system delay causes/effects, ATC workload measurements, synergistic effects of flight-track profiles, and cause/effects of National Airspace System component outages.  These capabilities shall be supported by credentials of high academic achievement, by proven experience through delivery/ implementation of previous product, and by renown within the air traffic activity analysis community.

C.4
MENTOR PROTÉGÉ AGREEMENT

SHALL BE INCORPORATED AT CONTRACT AWARD.   There are no direct charges to be reimbursed by Government in association with participation in this Program over or above the direct labor hours already identified in Section B.  The Contractor shall allocate 2453 hours per year to the Protégé for completion of tasks under this requirement.
