The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is seeking firms interested in providing Architect and Engineering (A&E) Design/Design-Build services nationally.  The services that are required consist of but are not limited to the following:  A&E Design and Design-Build for new structures; strategic facilities planning; A&E Design, A&E Design-Build, site adaptation of standard designs, construction support, cost estimating, various engineering studies and feasibility studies for repairs, alterations and/or improvements to existing Air Route Traffic Control Centers (ARTCC); Terminal Radar Approach Control (TRACON) facilities; Airport Traffic Control Towers (ATCT); and other FAA facilities.  Services may also involve inspection, assessment, monitoring, abatement, removal and/or clean up of asbestos, lead-based paint and hazardous/toxic materials.

Interested firms shall have an established office, or demonstrate the capability to establish an office, within a 50-mile radius of the FAA headquarters in Washington, D.C.  All disciplines shall be represented at this established office.  Most work shall be accomplished at this office.

It is the intent of the FAA to award one contract consisting of a five-year base and three one-year options to extend services. The contract ceiling is $404 million, $154 million for design and $250 million for design-build, with no per year minimum.  The contract shall be utilized by the use of individual delivery orders.  Delivery orders shall be completed in accordance with performance requirements stated in delivery orders.

The FAA will utilize a two step process to select the best-qualified firm. Once A&E firms have submitted responses to the Screening Information Request (SIR) through submission of the SF-254 and SF-255, the top evaluated responses will be selected for final evaluation based on the factors listed below. Responses to the SIR shall be limited to 100 single-sided pages, double-space type with no smaller than 10 pt font, not including resumes.  Eight (8) copies of each submittal are required.  The selected firms will then be sent Statement of Work (SOW) documents for multiple projects from which each firm will be asked to prepare performance plans and oral presentations within thirty days of receipt.  Presentations will be conducted at each firm’s office.  Performance plans and oral presentations will be evaluated and ranked based on the evaluation factors below. Oral presentations will be limited to four (4) hours per firm.

The A&E firm(s) submission of the SF254 and SF255 must demonstrate its qualifications with respect to the evaluation factors.  The evaluation factors, listed below in descending order of importance, will be used to evaluate prospective firms.

A. SPECIALIZED EXPERIENCE AND TECHNICAL COMPETENCE:  Demonstrate experience by the firm(s) in a wide variety of multi-discipline engineering design and design-build projects and studies comparable to light industrial type facilities containing computer, electronics, administrative and electrical/mechanical support space.  These projects shall have been performed by the proposing office or managed by key personnel identified in sections B or C.  Submit detailed summaries of projects accomplished within the past five (5) years which demonstrate successful accomplishment of A&E services.  These reviews must illustrate the scope of the effort, its complexity, how schedules were implemented and how objectives were met (include timetables).  Firms must also demonstrate problem-solving capabilities utilizing innovative applications of engineering principles.  Projects completed for the Federal Government and the FAA in particular should be included.  The firm (s) shall demonstrate their capability to provide hardcopy and electronic Computer Aided Design (CAD) file deliverables, including the number of computer workstations available to support this contract. 

B. PROGRAM MANAGEMENT:  Demonstrate successful accomplishment of A&E design and design-build services through systems and procedures in place to provide continuity and overall control of quality, cost, and schedule.  Indicate overall design approach and provide key personnel.  The firm(s) must possess licensed and registered professional engineering personnel in the disciplines of Architectural, Civil, Mechanical, Electrical, Structural, and Fire Protection.  Key personnel shall include the program executive, project and discipline managers.  The firm(s) must also possess previous experience in obtaining and coordinating the activities of special consulting subcontractors to provide A&E services for land surveying, geotechnical, security, hazardous materials, etc.

C. ORGANIZATION:  The firms(s) shall identify specific organizational elements that will participate in projects including functions performed and responsibilities. 

Firm(s) shall submit a complete resume of the experience of each line and staff executive, supervisor and technical staff member presently employed by the company who will be devoting all, or a majority of their time to these projects.  Firms must demonstrate the ability of the A&E design and design-build team(s) to complete projects within the mandatory time frames as specified, including multiple delivery orders, and propose the organizational structure that will be utilized to accomplish this for both national and site specific design and design-build projects.

D. CAPABILITY AND CAPACITY OF FIRM TO ACCOMPLISH WORK:  Firm(s) shall display the capability to perform design and design-build activities nationally.  Firm(s) shall provide the total number of personnel employed in technical disciplines required for the proposed work, and the professional qualification of those personnel, the firm’s current workload, the total number of on-going projects, their construction value or fee, and percentage of completion.  Firms shall provide detailed financial statements, including method for determining overhead charges.  

E. PAST PERFORMANCE:  Firm (s) shall submit performance ratings from past and/or current contracts with FAA and other Government Agencies and/or private industry, and at least five (5) references from previous customers.  The FAA reserves the right to use past performance information from sources other than those identified by the offerors. 

Interested firms having the capabilities to perform this work must submit an original and current SF255 for the Firms Design Team (s) and an original and current SF254 for the Prime Firm and all consultants.
