PROPOSED CRITERIA EVALUATION

AIRPORT VULNERABILITY ASSESSMENT PROJECT

The FAA Airports Operation Division, ACO-200, will evaluate proposals received in response to requests for agent training in the FAA owned Systematic Assessment of Facilities Risk (SAFR) program.  The evaluation will encompass the following categories.  A cumulative points system will be established and one point will be awarded for each of the following selection criteria.  The contractor, or contractors, with the highest accumulation of points will undergo further evaluation by the ACO-200 staff to determine practicality, staff performance and fiscal responsibility.

Past Performance: 5 Points each.
· Experience in Physical Security at Domestic U.S Airports.

· Experience with the FAA owned Systematic Assessment of Facilities Risk (SAFR) program and methodology

· Experience in the training of FAA field agents regarding airport vulnerabilities.  SAFR program preferred.

Breakdown of Accomplishments: 1 Point each.
· A complete training package to include training curriculum.

· Visual training materials.

· Users manuals.

· Student quizzes and tests.  

· Training classes to be held in Washington, DC at a location provided by the contractor.

· Training and course material must allow FAA Agents the ability to demonstrate, train and conduct field assessments of specific airports.

· Contractor to supply:

· Detailed course materials.

· Classroom presentation support materials including but not limited to visual aids (viewgraphs or computer projected), printable handout materials, workbooks with example analyses, and student evaluation such as quizzes, tests and student and instructor evaluations.  

· Comprehensive Airport Vulnerability Assessment User’s Manual describing the process, which fully describes the vulnerability assessment process, the use of the analysis spreadsheet, and information on cost analysis associated with the security countermeasures.

· Deliver all the training materials in electronic format compatible with Microsoft Office 97.

· One on-site visits with each FAA team (two agents per team).

· Contractor site visit will entail, one experienced analyst 2-3 days on site, dependent on threat level at the location.

The timeliness and the ability to expeditiously present and conduct the training program will be critical to the future success of this project.
