AMENDMENT 10

The FAA hereby issues Amendment 10 to FAA Solicitation DTFA01-03-R-01002, for the FAA’s BITS II Requirement.  The solicitation is hereby revised to implement the following changes:

1.  Section L.7. (c) is revised to read as follows (changes annotated in bold print):

“The offeror shall submit two(2) complete media copies of the proposal (except for the completed past performance questionnaires, Previous Contract List, Financial Solvency Information, Business Declaration Form, Teaming Agreements between offerors and each and every team member, five years of financial statements, Mentor Protégé Agreement and signatures) on (CD-ROMs), (not condensed), in Microsoft Word format (a current version thereof) for spreadsheet documents. One complete media copy shall be included with  the “Original” proposal and one complete media copy shall be included with “Volume 2” of “Copy 1.”  

2.   Section L.7. (g) is revised to add bullet #16, to reads as follows (changes annotated in bold print):

g.
Proposals shall be limited in the number of pages, in accordance with the table below. Offerors are cautioned that proposal information in excess of page limitations will NOT be considered during the evaluation process.

Proposal documents excluded from the mandatory page count are:

· original signature letters of transmittal;

· table of contents (which will not be evaluated);

· glossary (if included will be for reference only and its contents will not be evaluated);

· proposal cross reference matrix (if included will be for reference only and its contents  will not be evaluated);

· the “Previous Contracts List” (Attachment J-1);

· no more than three pages of organization charts;

· teaming agreements if applicable;

· Team Membership Roster (Attachment J-6);

· the "Past Performance Questionnaire Record" Forms (Attachment J-3);

· resumes for and signed by key and required personnel (limited to no more than two pages per individual excluding certification/signature page);

· price/cost information submitted in the required format of “Section B";

· "Section B CLIN and Price Tables" (Attachment J-4);

· "Business Declaration Form" (Attachment J-5);

· Cost template (Attachment J-7);

· certifications required in Sections K and L.

· Mentor Protégé Agreement, as applicable (H.18)

3.  Section, L.8.1. Proposal Content – Initial Proposal Screening is revised to read as follows (changes annotated in bold print):

L.8.1.  Proposal Content - Initial Proposal Screening
Offerors’ proposals received by the time stated in L.7.d. will be reviewed for completeness.  For completeness, an offeror's proposal shall contain the following:




1. one, dated, original signature transmittal letter from the offeror to the Government's contracting officer and shall include the following information - the solicitation name and number, the offeror's name and complete business/mailing address, offeror's point of contact (POC) for the proposal, including the POC's phone and facsimile number, and e-mail address.


2. the correct number of proposal documents as specified in L.7.a through L.7.c.

Offerors are cautioned that proposals determined to be "incomplete" during the completeness review may NOT receive further consideration (at the government’s discretion).


Offerors’ proposals determined to be complete will be reviewed for adequacy of proposal content and format.  For adequacy an offeror's proposal shall contain the following:

Content:


1. a completed Previous Contracts List in the format provided in Attachment J-1;


2. a Past Performance Questionnaire Record in the format provided in 

    Attachment J-3;

3. key personnel resume as specified in L.8.2.1. a. (4);


4. financial solvency information as specified in L.8.2.5; 


5. completed cost proposal “B Tables” in the format provided;

6. a completed "Section B CLIN and Price Tables", Attachment J-4;


7. a completed, signed and dated "Business Declaration Form", Attachment J-5;


8. Five years financial statement as specified in L.8.2.5;

9.  a completed and signed (by all both parties) teaming agreement between the offeror  and each and every team member; 

10. a completed “Team Membership Roster”, Attachment J-6;     

11. A completed Cost Template, Attachment J-7; and 

12.  Mentor Protégé Agreement, as applicable (H.18)

4.  Section M.3.2.3.  is revised to read as follows:

     
M.3.2.3.  Adequacy - Complete proposals will be reviewed for adequacy (also see L.8.1.) including proposal content and format as follows:

Content:


1. a completed Previous Contracts List in the format provided in Attachment J-1;

2. a Past Performance Questionnaire Record in the format provided in 

    Attachment J-3;


3. key personnel resume as specified in L.8.2.1. a. (4);


4. a financial letter of credit as specified in L.8.2.6.; 


5. completed cost proposal “B Tables” in the format provided;

6.       left blank -    left blank -    (see Amendment 6) 


7. a completed, signed and dated "Business Declaration Form", Attachment J-5;

8. financial statements for five years as specified in L.8.2.5;
9.  a completed and signed (by both parties) teaming agreement between the offeror and each and every team member; 
10. a completed “Team Membership Roster”, Attachment J-6;     

11. a completed “Cost template”, Attachment J-7; and 

12. Mentor Protégé Agreements as applicable (H-18) 

Format:

1. Compliance with double space type, margins and other proposal format as described in L.8.f;

2. Graphs, charts, tables and attachments not in conflict with L.8.g. page limit 


subversion provision; and,

3.  Compliance with page limits as described in L.8.g.

For the purposes of adequacy review, missing proposal information component(s) identified above (i.e. cost proposal, resume', etc.) and/or non-adherence to proposal format instructions, may be considered inadequate.  Proposals found to be inadequate by the contracting officer will NOT receive further consideration.

Following the initial proposal screening process, remaining proposals will be evaluated, scored and analyzed in the Evaluation Process.
5.  The FAA has received an additional question in regards to the BITS II Solicitation.  The Question and Answer (Q&A) is attached to provide clarification on the noted issue.  

6. The due date for proposal submission remains unchanged.
