1. Attachment J-9 (Cost Template):  The T&M hours provided in the Attachment J-9 Excel spreadsheet do not match the hours shown in Section B for the Option Years.  Please clarify.

FAA RESPONSE:  The FAA inadvertently included the incorrect “evaluation quantities” in Attachment J-9 for fiscal years 06 through 11.  The mistake is being corrected via this amendment (Attachment J-9 is hereby reissued with the correction).  
2. Section I: In regards to Clauses 3.10.2-1 Subcontracts (Fixed-Price Contracts) and 3.10.2-3 Subcontracts (Time-and-Materials and Labor-Hour Contracts), please confirm that for Contractors who have an Approved Purchasing System, prior written consent to subcontract is not applicable.  

FAA RESPONSE:  The FAA does NOT concur with this assumption.  

3. May it be assumed that consent to subcontract will be automatically granted for any subcontractor specifically listed in the Contractors proposal?

FAA RESPONSE:  Yes, unless the government notifies the offeror otherwise prior to contract award.  

4. This offeror received Amendments 7 and 8 Friday evening, and noted the page limit increases on all sections. In particular, the government has allowed the Past Experience narrative portion to be up to 20 pages in length. We respectfully request that you extend the due date on the Past Experience submission to Tuesday, March 27. We request this because, in order to meet the original 10-page limit, we edited our narrative portion extensively. We feel that information that was "cut" from the narrative is highly relevant to our NexGen proposal, and will offer significant value to your evaluation of our Past Experience. We request a one-day extension to re-insert those narrative portions, and to re-produce the submission.  

FAA RESPONSE:  The FAA denies the request.  The due dates for proposal submission remain unchanged.  
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
