AMENDMENT 9

The FAA hereby issues Amendment 9 to FAA Solicitation DTFA01-03-R-01002, for the FAA’s BITS II Requirement.  The purpose of Amendment 9 is to revise section L.8.2.5(b) which addresses the Letter of Credit required to demonstrate adequate financial strength.  Due to the numerous comments received from potential offerors and giving further consideration to the NAICS codes assigned for this requirement, the government has decided to allow offerors to use either a Letter of Credit or a documented Line of Credit to demonstrate financial strength.    

Section L.8.2.5(b) is revised to read as follows (changes annotated in bold print): 

b.)  Offerors shall submit a Letter(s) Of Credit (LOC) from an established financial institution in the amount of $1M or documentation to substantiate and prove a valid line of credit with an established financial institution in the amount of $1M, to cover expected costs under the contract operating at 100%.  This Letter of Credit (or line of credit) may be based on Accounts Receivable used as security for the loan.  The documentation shall show the percentage of financing the institution is granting i.e.: the percentage loaned on the Accounts Receivable provided.

2. The due date for proposal submission remains unchanged.
