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PURPOSE

The purpose of this Amendment 05 is to issue changes to the Past Performance requirements under SIR DTFA01-00-R-00923, issued on 11 December 1999. Under Section M.3.1 Personnel and Past Performance, evaluation of the offeror’s past performance would be based upon the Offeror’s three identified contracts as well as the input provided by the survey responses from the points of contact for the three identified contracts . The Government would use the requested past performance information to assess, at a minimum, quality, cost control, customer satisfaction, contract administration, and relevant experience. The Government further stated in Section M that if more than three prime contracts or subcontracts return survey responses, only three of the surveys per Offeror would be evaluated. However, the Government failed to inform the Offeror that scores would be lowered for lack of responses from points of contact identified in the written past performance submittal. Furthermore, the Government failed to establish a definitive deadline for the receipt of all survey responses.  As a result, the following SIR changes set forth in this Amendment 05 are effective as of 14 March 2000. 

The amendment includes the following attachments:

Attachment 1 – Issues Change pages to the SIR DTFA01-00-R-00923.

As a result of the Amendment 05, the FAA requests that all Offerors verify with their respective points of contact identified in the Offeror’s written proposal that Past Performance Survey Questionnaires which correspond to the Offeror’s examples of past performance information have been submitted to the FAA. Note: The Government is not requesting new or additional survey responses. The FAA only expects receipt of those surveys that correspond to the Offeror’s past performance information submitted in response to SIR DTFA01-00-R-00923. If the Offeror’s points of contact have not evaluated and submitted a survey, one may be submitted at this time. The procedure for submitting a survey remains unchanged in accordance with Section L.8.3.1b.(2) of the SIR. However, the deadline for receipt of all survey responses is not later than 12:00pm on March 20, 2000. The organizational or government official submitting the survey ONLY may contact the government to ensure receipt of the survey. The FAA will not accept or address any questions from Offerors at this time.

Unless further modified all other terms and conditions of this SIR remain unchanged.

Amendment 05 revises Screening Information Request (SIR) DTFA01-00-R-00923 and provides the following Change Pages under Attachment 01 to this amendment.

2. Section M – Evaluation Factors For Award is revised as follows:

a. Section M.3.1 Personnel and Past Performance (Written Proposal) is revised to change subparagraph (b) under “2. Factor F2 – Past Performance (Written)” as follows:

 “(b) The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposal and survey responses received. Surveys received from each of the three identified prime contracts or subcontracts will be evaluated. Scores will be lowered for lack of responses from identified points of contact. If more than three prime contracts or subcontracts return survey responses, the Government at its discretion will evaluate the three most relevant. “
