a.  Reference Part I – Section B, item B.1 (Pricing), 5th paragraph, 2nd bullet, remove 45% at green aircraft delivery and replace with 45% at green aircraft state.  “Green aircraft state” means the proposed aircraft has come off the initial production line and is awarded its FAA Certificate of Airworthiness.  The aircraft’s interior may not be completed with passenger seats, carpeting, options, etc., and the exterior painting may not be completed.  A copy of the aircraft’s FAA Certificate of Airworthiness shall be provided to the Contracting Officer to authorize milestone payment.  

b.  The following questions and answers are provided as of 5/6/04:

Question #1:  Why did the FAA cancel the first solicitation (DTFACT-04-R-00005) and issue a new solicitation (DTFACT-04-R-00016), since no airplane requirements were changed?


Answer to #1:  DTFACT-04-R-00005 contained a requirement for the aircraft to hold a valid and current US Production and Type Certificate at the time of proposal submission.  A US Production Certificate may not be given for an aircraft manufactured outside the U.S.; therefore, DTFACT-04-R-00005 violated the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA).  DTFACT-04-R-00016 requires the offered aircraft to hold a valid and current FAA Type Certificate at the time of aircraft delivery.  As a result, DTFACT-04-R-00005 was cancelled and DTFACT-04-R-00016 was issued to ensure that the FAA does not preclude any vendor from offering an aircraft.  The Buy American – Steel and Manufactured Products and the NAFTA clauses are included in DTFACT-04-R-00016.    
Question #2:  With reference to milestone payments will be provided to the successful offeror in accordance with the following terms after contract award:

a.  40% at time of producing a valid and current FAA Type Certificate.  By "FAA Type Certificate", does the FAA mean a Type Certificate for the production of the proposed model airplane, not a Certificate of Airworthiness for the specific airplane?  Is it correct that immediately after contract award, the FAA Type Certificate can be provided to the FAA and a 40% payment will be made to the contractor?

Answer to #2a:  An FAA Type Certificate is required.  A 40% payment of the offeror’s proposed price will be made once the FAA Type Certificate is provided to the FAA.


b.  45% at green aircraft delivery.  By the word "delivery" does the FAA mean "issuance of the certificate of airworthiness for the specific airplane, which attests to its conformity with the FAA Type Certificate and title transfer to the FAA"?



Answer to #2b:  The term “Green aircraft delivery” has been removed and replaced by this Amendment No. 0001 in Part I – Section B with the term “Green aircraft state.”  “Green aircraft state” means the proposed aircraft has come off the initial production line and is awarded its FAA Certificate of Airworthiness.  The aircraft’s interior may not be completed with passenger seats, carpeting, options, etc., and the exterior painting may not be completed.  A copy of the aircraft’s FAA Certificate of Airworthiness shall be provided to the Contracting Officer to authorize milestone payment.  

Question #3:  Why is NAFTA now included as part of the new solicitation, when it wasn't included in the first solicitation?  By including NAFTA is the Buy American Clause eliminated?  If not, why not?


Answer to #3:  See answer to question no. 1.   The Buy American – Steel and Manufactured Products Clause is required pursuant to a statute applicable to the Department of Transportation, 49 U.S.C. 50101.  The Clause will apply to products that are not produced in the United States with the exception, however, of NAFTA eligible products which will be given the same treatment as a U.S. product.
