The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Telecommunication Services Management (TSM) organization supports the U.S. Airspace Management and Nation’s air traffic control system, known as the National Airspace System (NAS), as well as other non-NAS telecommunications networks and systems.  The TSM organization provides engineering, acquisition and management of telecommunications services, networks and equipment.  It collects and integrates agency telecommunication requirements, sets leased telecommunication program goals and objectives, generates projections and allocates telecommunication budgets, determines acceptable program and project performance standards, and maintains oversight and control over critical NAS communication networks.  The TSM manages five separate FAA owned and leased legacy telecommunications networks which will transition to a new network called the FAA Telecommunication Infrastructure (FTI) during the next three years.  The annual Operations appropriations budget for the TSM is approximately $300M.  

The Business and Financial Management Services (BFMS) support Contractor shall assist the TSM with accomplishment of its related business and financial planning activities
Attached is the SIR package for the BFMS procurement.  The FAA will conduct a two-phase source selection process.  A Downselect decision will be made at the end of Phase I (see Section L, paragraph L.16 of the SIR) based on those proposals deemed most likely to receive contract award.  The Government reserves the right to downselect any offeror during Phase II if it is apparent that the offeror is not likely to receive the award.  The anticipated award date is January 2004.

Also, a list of vendors who have stated an interest in the BFMS procurement is attached.

All Phase I proposals must be received no later than 2:00 P.M. EST on Monday, June 2, 2003.
