1.
DESCRIPTION OF AGREEMENT

a.
The Contractor agrees to accept authorized individual purchases ("calls") during the effective period of this BPA.

b. The Contractor agrees to accept oral, as well as written, orders under this BPA.

c. This BPA does not constitute an agreement to contract for, or otherwise obtain, the supplies or services specified; therefore, no minimum amount of calls is guaranteed.  The Government is not obligated to make any calls during the life of this BPA.

d. The total dollar limitation for all calls placed against the BPA shall not exceed $___________.00. When calls under this BPA have reached 80% of this amount, the Contractor agrees to notify the Contracting Officer in writing within 15 calendar days. If this is not done, the Contractor will not be paid under this BPA for any amount which exceeding the total dollar limitation.

e. The Contracting Officer is the ONLY individual authorized to make changes in the terms and conditions of this BPA.

f.
The Government reserves the right to amend this BPA and the right to a no cost termination, prior to the BPA's completion, in the event the supplies or services are no longer required.

g.
All supplies or services furnished shall be new and of the best grade for the purpose intended. Work shall be performed in a skillful and professional manner. Supplies or Services shall be subject to inspection by the Contracting Officer or his Authorized Ordering officials who may require the Contractor to correct defective workmanship or material without cost to the Government.

h.
If the Contractor does not comply with the terms and conditions of this BPA, the Contracting Officer has the unilateral right to cancel this BPA by giving written notice to the Contractor. Otherwise, this BPA may be cancelled by the Contractor or the Contracting Officer, upon giving 10 calendar days written notice.

2. EXTENT OF OBLIGATION


The Government is obligated only to the extent of authorized purchases 
actually placed against this BPA.

PRICING


The price(s) to the Government shall be as low or lower than those charged the Contractor's most favored customer for comparable quantities under similar terms and conditions, in addition to any discounts for prompt payment (if applicable).

SERVICE CONTRACT ACT REQUIREMENTS AS TO VACATION PAY (JAN 1985)

(a) Employee credit for service with a predecessor contractor. This paragraph (a) applies if the contract wage determination contains a provision referring to a "successor" contractor, as, e.g., “1 week paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or successor." "Successor" as used in such provisions means the Contractor on this contract when the Contractor employs, within a break in service, a service employee formerly employed by the immediately preceding contractor under a similar Government contract the same location ("Predecessor Contractor"). Consequently, if the Contractor employs, without a break in service, any service employee who was employed by its predecessor contractor for similar work at the same location, the Contractor in computing the employee's year of service” shall include all continuous service for the predecessor contractor subsequent to the later of the following dates: (1) the date of employment by the Contractor, or (2) the employee's most recent anniversary date for which paid vacation was granted.

(b)
When predecessor contractor not involved. This paragraph (b) applies if the contract wage determination does not refer to a "successor" contractor, but contains a provision such as “1 week paid vacation after 1 year of service with an employer." The term "an employer" in such provision means the Contractor on this contract. The Contractor in computing a service employee's "year of service, shall include all continuous service performed by the employee subsequent to the later of the following dates: (1) the date of employment by the Contractor, or (2) the employee's most recent anniversary date for which paid vacation was granted.

(c)
Part‑time employees. If the contract wage determination contains either type of provision quoted in paragraph (a) or (b) above, part‑time service employees working a regularly scheduled work week shall receive a paid vacation on a pro‑rate basis. For example, an employee who has worked for the Contractor two days per week for a year (or, without a break in service, the Contractor and a predecessor contractor where the wage determination contains language like that quoted in (a) above) shall be entitled to two days paid vacation or two‑fifths of the vacation benefits to which full‑time employees are entitled.

(d)
Break in service. For purposes of this provision, the term "break in service" does not include an employee's change in employment status from an employee of a predecessor contractor to an employee of a Contractor.
