i. The Contractor shall be responsible for supporting the CCS for the life of the CCS contract;  beginning with the site acceptance, during the 1-year warranty period, and continuing after the execution of each of the modifications ordering such support.
j. Delivery of site spares shall be completed prior to the completion of SAT of the CCS.
k. Training classes ordered shall be prepared, delivered and conducted within 30 calendar days after execution of the modification ordering the training.
