The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) will be awarding a single source effort to Calspan-UB Research Center to fulfill the Government’s requirement for technical support services to conduct in-flight simulation research at Roswell Industrial Air Center, New Mexico for Civilian aircraft pilots. This research will assist in the development of new pilot training methods and technologies that will teach pilots how to better respond to aircraft loss of control.

FAA is not seeking proposals from industry at this time, since this award is based on Congressional recommendation.
