QUESTION 1:  I would like copies of the Government-Furnished Property listed in paragraph C.3 as follows: 

C.3 a. Master Corrosion Prevention and Control Program Instructor Guide (Lesson Plans) dated summer 2003 

C.3 b. Master Corrosion Prevention and Control Program Participants Guide dated Summer 2003. 

C.3 c. Advisory Circular 43-4A, Corrosion Control for Aircraft. 

C.3 d. FAA Order 8300.12, Corrosion Prevention and Control Programs. 

C.3 e. Advisory Circular 120-16C, Continuous Airworthiness Maintenance Programs. 

The information will be use to respond to SIR DTFA-AC-04-R-00014, Solicitation number DTFAAC-04-R-00014, Corrosion Prevention & Control Program.

ANSWER:  The lesson plans and student workbook masters are not available at this time for distribution to potential offerors.  The student workbook that must be provided will require a 2 inch, three ring binder and contain less than 250 pages.  The lesson plans are mature and detailed lesson plans that have been in use for more than one year.  The FAA is searching for a contractor that can supply the facilities and a cadre of qualified instructors sufficient to train up to 220 students each year, 20 at a time.  The Advisory Circulars and FAA Orders are generally available to the public from a number of sources including the internet.

Potential offerors should focus on the cadre of experienced instructors.  The qualifications follow:

The contractor shall provide PROFESSIONAL instructors to deliver the course using government furnished materials.  The instructor qualifications shall, at a minimum, include the following:

   Experience in DELIVERING training to maintenance technicians,

   Experience AS a maintenance technician,

   Experience PERFORMING corrosion control maintenance procedures.

The student workbook is only copying the master.  Facilities are commonly available at schools and hotels and providing students with information a simple task. 

Any instructor meeting the requirements will have no trouble using the FAA furnished lesson plans and resource material to provide 20 hours instruction.  Again, meeting the instructor qualifications is the key to this solicitation.
