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SECTION D

PACKAGING, HANDLING, STORAGE, AND TRANSPORTATION
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D1.0
APPLICABLE DIRECTIVES

The contractor shall provide all packaging, handling, storage, and transportation (PHS&T) requirements in accordance with (1) ASTM-D-3951, “Standard Practice for Commercial Packaging”, (2) MIL-STD-2073, “DOD Standard Practice for Military Packaging”, and (3) MIL-STD-129N, “Standard Practice for Military Marking”.

D2.0
PRESERVATION, PACKAGING, AND PACKING

a. All components and equipment (except spares) with a consignee other than the FAA Logistics Center (FAALC) shall be preserved, packaged, and packed in accordance with ASTM-D-3951.

b. All components and equipment (except spares), consigned to the FAALC shall be individually preserved and packaged Level A and packed Level B (MIL-STD-2073, Appendix A).

c. Spares shall be preserved and packaged Level A, and packed Level C (MIL-STD-2073).

d. Common hardware items shall be packaged in multiple unit pack quantities as normally supplied through retail channels or in standard commercial unit packed quantities compatible with the “factors and formula establishing the quantity per unit pack (QUP) and intermediate container quantity (ICQ)”, shall be used as a guide in determining the quantity per container.

e. Kits shall be preserved and packaged Level A and packed Level C (MIL-STD-2073, Appendix E).

f. Exchange and Repair (E&R items shall be packaged in accordance with MIL-STD-2073.

g. Electrostatic Discharge Sensitive Items must be packaged in accordance with MIL-STD-2073 (Appendix A, Table 1).

D3.0
MARKING

a. All components, equipment, and spares with a consignee other than FAALC shall be packed in accordance with ASTM-D-3951.  In addition, each unit, intermediate, and exterior shipping container, shall be marked with the following information:


(1)  Serial Number;


(2)  Part Number;


(3)  Warranty Expiration Date;


(4)  Contract Number;


(5)  Contract Line Item Number (CLIN).

b. All components, equipment, and spares consigned to FAALC shall be marked in accordance with MIL-STD-129N.  In addition to MIL-STD-129N, each unit, intermediate, and exterior shipping container, shall be marked with the following information:


(1)  Serial Number;


(2)  Part Number;


(3)  Warranty Expiration Date;


(4)  Contract Number;


(5)  Contract Line Item Number.

D4.0
STORAGE AND TRANSPORTATION

Components, equipment, and spares shall be transported by the most economical means considering dependability, safety, urgency of need, and the use of the least costly mode meeting these considerations.  All material must be shipped FOB destination.  See also below instructions.

D5.0
SHIPPING COSTS

The contractor shall identify shipping costs separately on the equipment invoice.  See also below instructions.

D6.0
specific shipping instructions for F&E-funded contracts

a.
The FAA Contracting Officer or his/her delegate (in the form of a Transportation Officer (TO)) shall issue shipping instructions on FAA Form 4500-1, Project Material Shipping Notice/Receiving Report.  A copy of the Form 4500-1 shipping notice, including any shipping lists/attachments, shall be included with each shipment.

b.
Contractor request for shipping instructions

(1)
At least 30 days before the date the contractor expects to make shipment of any unit (or portion thereof, when authorized), the contractor shall request shipping instructions from the Contracting Officer for both turnkey and non-turnkey shipments.  A turnkey shipment requires contractor installation.  A non-turnkey shipment does not require contractor installation.  


(a)
For turnkey shipments, the contractor shall request the consignee's address and any other data needed for shipment.  Along with the request for shipping instructions, the contractor shall include an inventory of system components.  The CO or TO  will furnish this information using FAA Form 4500-1. 


(b)
For non-turnkey shipments, each request for shipping instructions shall include: the expected date of shipment; the number of units to be shipped; the contract line item(s) involved, the current contract unit price for each contract line item to be shipped; the weight and dimensions of each container in the shipment; any materiel handling equipment that may be necessary (e.g., pallet jack, forklift, lift gate); a statement of any specialized carriage required (e.g., whether padded van, flat bed, or shipment is to be made by air); and any other special shipping instructions (e.g., inside delivery, delivery timeframe).  If the weight and dimensions are unknown, a realistic estimate for rate and routing purposes must be provided on the request for shipping instructions.  Also, a realistic value "estimate" must be provided if the contract price/cost for any items is either proprietary or, for any other contractual reason, not available.

The contractor shall not make a non-turnkey shipment unless the contractor has received a FAA Form 4500-1 signed by the FAA CO or TO that includes the following statement -  "THIS IS YOUR AUTHORITY TO MAKE SHIPMENT OF MATERIEL LISTED HEREIN."  Failure of the Contractor to adhere to these requirements may delay payment of the invoice.



(i)
For free on board (f.o.b.) origin shipments, where the transportation charges per shipment do not exceed $500, the FAA CO or TO may authorize the Contractor to use commercial bill of lading or commercial express receipts and procedures.  The FAA CO or TO will provide the contractor with the name, phone number, price quote, and government rate tender for the carrier.  The contractor will note on the bill of lading the following statement:  "FOR THE ACCOUNT OF THE U.S GOVERNMENT, USE GOVERNMENT RATE TENDER."  In such cases the contractor shall prepay transportation charges and the charges shall be included as a separate item on the invoice.  A copy of the receipted freight bill shall be included with the invoice.  For f.o.b origin shipments where the transportation costs will exceed $500, the Transportation Officer will provide a bill of lading.  The Transportation Officer will package the FAA form 4500-1 with the GBL and forward the package to the contractor. 



(ii)
For f.o.b. destination shipments, receipt by the Contractor of the duly executed FAA Form 4500-1 is the only required document prior to making the shipment. 



(c)
When shipping spares, the contractor shall include a packing list with the shipment.  The packing list shall include at least the following information for each item shipped:  noun name, part number, Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code, quantity shipped, unit price, and national stock number, if available.  However all shipments to the FAA Logistics Center require national stock numbers.
