AS A CONDITION OF SUBMITTING AN OFFER OR RESPONSE TO THIS SIR (OR OTHER SOLICITATION, IF APPROPRIATE), THE OFFEROR OR POTENTIAL OFFEROR AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS RELATING TO PROTESTS:

(a) Protests concerning Federal Aviation Administration Screening Information Requests (SIRs) or awards of contracts shall be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and shall be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be in accordance with 49 U.S.C. 46110 and shall apply only to final agency decisions. A protestor may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

Executive Summary and Proposal Guide - The Offeror shall provide a cross-reference matrix, by paragraph, indicating where each requirement is addressed.  The Offeror shall emphasize the most important features of its proposed approach.  This emphasis would include a concise summary of the entire proposal and a highlight of any key or unique features but excluding price.  The salient features should tie in with the requirements of the DC BUS Salient Characteristics, Statement of Work, and evaluation criteria.  Any summary material presented here will not be considered as meeting the requirements for any portions of other parts of the proposal.
Table of Contents - Provide a master table of contents of the entire proposal.

Binding and Labeling - A binder cover sheet shall be affixed to the technical volume, which clearly identifies the contents, solicitation number and identification, and Offeror’s name.  A copy number shall appear on the edge of the binder to allow for rapid accountability when placed in a vertical position in a storage cabinet. In the event that an Offeror does take exception to or seeks to waive or deviate from a mandatory solicitation requirement, then the Offeror shall provide a list of all such provisions to which the Offeror takes exception or seeks a waiver or deviation. The OCD&T will be conducted by the FAA at each Offeror's manufacturing facility. d.  Human Factors - the Offeror will demonstrate those factors which contribute to ease of use such as displays, environmental requirements, and required staffing.

e.  Safety - the Offeror will demonstrate the safety features of the equipment in an operational setting.

In summary, the complete DC BUS system provided and installed for evaluation shall contain all necessary configuration elements, electrical interfaces, hardware, and documentation necessary for installation, status testing, operation, and maintenance by technicians experienced in the field of power systems.
