	7.  PREPARATION INTRUCTIONS

7.1       Reference documents.  Refer to Statement of Work and all CDRLS.

7.2 Content.  The Training Plan shall cover the Contractor’s approach for providing training to users for new devices.   An important part of training will be for the FAA’s management staff on the functionality and form of the Contractor’s IUMR.  The plan shall provide a synopsis of the training services to be provided initially and over the life of the contract.  The Contractor shall describe where and how the training will take place, the numbers of people that can be trained at one time and provisions for follow-on training if required.  

7.3        Format.  The report shall be prepared in the format/electronic medium proposed by the Contractor during negotiations/discussion and agreed to by the Government.  The report shall cover the period of time designated in the CDRL, shall be submitted to the Government as specified in the CDRL and shall include:

7.3.1 Summary.  A general summary of the training plan for new device familiarization and IUMR usage shall be provided.  The Contractor shall describe how the training will be implemented in each case, the locations for training sessions, time required for each session and how the training will be organized and managed.

7.2.1 Issues and Concerns.   The Contractor shall provide a description of any issue or concern associated with the execution of this plan, an assessment of the criticality and time sensitivity of the issue or concern, and actions planned to overcome them.  For each action plan proposed, the plan shall indicate any necessary involvement by the Government.
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
