PART I - SECTION C 

SCOPE OF WORK 

ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT CABINET - 25 INCH.
C.1  DESCRIPTION  

(NOTE: Clarification of the cabinet requirements is provided in the figures that are included in this solicitation.)

The rack shall be a ventilated steel cabinet with rear access door tapped for mounting 19” slotted rack panels.  These cabinets will be used for supporting and/or enclosing small units of electronic equipment.  The electronic equipment cabinet (including hardware) shall be comprised of all metal components, have square corners, have a flush mounted fully louvered rear door with a recessed latch and be hinged (with removable hinge pins so that the door can be removed) on the left side (from the rear of the cabinet, see Figure 3).  The cabinet shall have an open front with mounting angles that shall accommodate the Electronics Industry Association (EIA) standard  19" rack panels, be enclosed on both sides, be enclosed at the top, and have either gusset plates or a solid bottom plate (See Figure 1) for mounting the cabinet to the floor with bolts/lag screws. The outside dimensions of this cabinet shall be: 22.50.5" wide x 83.0.0.5" high x 25.750.5" in depth.

C.3.1  CONSTRUCTION   

Racks shall be constructed according to FAA-E-163B (Type III) unless otherwise stated in this SOW.  The SOW requirements take precedent over any conflict between the FAA-E-163B and this SOW.  Rack members other than panel mounting elements, such as sides, top, bottom, door, gussets and base plates, shall be fabricated from ASTM A366 Cold Rolled Carbon-Steel Sheets. All fabricated steel equipment covered by this specification shall be of welded construction throughout.  No screws, bolts, rivets or similar devices shall be used for structural purposes. 

C3.1.1 WELDING 

 Each frame joint shall be fully welded (fusion welded) on the inside of the cabinet.  Gusset plates or the bottom plate shall be fully welded (fusion welded) to the frame on either the inside or the outside of the cabinet.  Three (3) or more horizontally positioned struts on each side of the frame (See Figure 1) shall be welded to the frame.  If spot welding (resistance welding) is used to weld the struts to the frame, each strut shall be welded to the frame with at least eight (8) spot welds, four (4) at each end of each strut (see Figure 5).  Any ripples or bumps on the outside of the cabinet that are a result of the welding process shall be sanded to provide a sufficiently smooth surface so that no indication of the weld is apparent after the cabinet is painted.  

C 3.1.2 MOUNITNG ANGLES
There shall be three (3) sets of vertically positioned mounting angles installed in each cabinet.  These mounting angles, which are bolted to the struts, shall be located at the front, at the rear, and approximately 12" from the rear of the cabinet (See Figure 3).  

C 3.1.3 HOLES SPACING AND MARKING
The front facing flange/leg of the front set of mounting angles and the rear facing flange/leg of the center set of mounting angles shall have standard 10-32 tapped holes.  The 10-32 hole spacing on the mounting angles (See Figure 4) shall satisfy the Electronics Industry Association (EIA) standard RS-310-C requirements.  The holes shall be number on both sides in sequence starting at one (1) from the bottom and continue to the top.  Also, mark with a line every 1 ¾” to identify size “A” panels.  Front and center mounting angles shall accept standard 19" width rack panels (See A in Figures 1 and 2).  

C3.1.4 DISTANCES 

The minimum distance between the front facing flanges/legs of the front set of mounting angles and the same distance between the rear facing flanges/legs of the center set of mounting angles shall be 17.75" (See C in figures 1 and 2).  The on-center distance between the left mounting angle tapped holes and the right mounting angle tapped holes is defined by the EIA standard for 19" rack panels (See B in Figures 1 and 2).  The vertical height of the front rack panel opening (See E in Figures 1) shall be at least 78.50".

C 3.1.5 TOP AND BOTTOM OPENINGS
The cabinet shall incorporate a minimum 12" x 12" opening centered at the bottom of the cabinet.  The top panel shall have at a minimum two cut outs for conduit fittings. The top panel shall be a screen to allow for heat dissipation. 

All hardware and the rear door shall be uniform to allow them to be interchangeable from one cabinet to another without any modifications.  Door latching hardware shall be flush on the outside of the cabinet.  Except for drilling holes in the side panels, the cabinet design shall accommodate the bolting together (side by side) of the cabinets without modification.  

C.3.2  MOUNTING STRAP  

 A mounting strap shall be long enough to bolt to all struts and shall be vertically positioned at the rear of the cabinet on the right side (from the front) and shall be bolted to each of the struts (See Figure 3).  The mounting strap shall be 4.50.5" wide.  The mounting strap shall be a solid metal piece with no holes except those required to bolt the mounting strap to the struts.  Electrical isolation between the mounting strap and the struts is not required. The mounting strap shall not be painted 

C.3.3  GROUNDING STUD

 A #10 or larger threaded grounding stud shall be welded to the frame inside of the cabinet.   It should be placed on the right side (from the front), near the top of the cabinet behind the center mounting angle in order that the 35” ground buss can be connected to the grounding stud.  If the grounding stud is located elsewhere, a grounding strap or connecting cable (discussed in C.3.4) shall be used to connect the 35" ground buss with the grounding stud.  

C.3.4  GROUNDING STRAP  

A braided grounding strap or cable shall be installed to electrically connect the 35" buss bar to the grounding stud.  If the grounding strap or cable is not more than 12" long, it shall be electrically equivalent to a number 7 AWG or larger conductor.  If the grounding strap is longer than 12", it shall be insulated and be electrically equivalent to a number 5 AWG or larger conductor.  The grounding strap or cable shall be terminated with connectors, terminals or lugs, etc., that are silver soldered, brazed, welded or crimped to each end of the grounding strap or cable and shall incorporate holes no larger than the size required to accommodate the grounding stud on the cabinet and the 10-32 screw at the buss bar.

C.3.5  BUSS BARS  

 All buss bars shall be copper, have 10-32 tapped holes with on-center spacing of not more than 3.5", and be nominally 1.0" wide by 0.25" deep (0.270.03 square inches or have an equivalent cross sectional area).  Electrical isolation between the 35" buss bar and the struts is not required.   

A buss bar shall be long enough to bolt to the mounting angles and shall be horizontally positioned across the cabinet and shall be fastened to the center set of mounting angles (See Figure 3) about 12" from the bottom of the cabinet.  The 19" buss bar is the single point ground and as such must be electrically isolated from the mounting angles.  

A 35" buss bar (bus bar shall be 37.52.6" long) shall be vertically positioned on the right side of the cabinet (from the front), between the top and middle struts, about 2" in front of the 80" mounting strap (See Figure 3).  

C 4.0 QUALITY ENSURANCE  

The front panel opening will be verified and certified with a gauge fixture to ensure that an EIA standard 19” (482.6mm) equipment panel opening, usable aperture opening and Panel mounting widths identified in EIA 310-C are with in the tolerance identified therein.

C.4.1  MATERIALS  

The minimum thickness of: the frame (See Figure 1) and mounting strap (See Figure 3) shall be 14 gauge; the struts (See Figure 1), cabinet side panels, cabinet top panel, and rear door shall be 16 gauge; and the mounting angles (See Figures 2 and 3) and gusset plates or bottom panel (See Figure 1) shall be 12 gauge.  The mounting angles and strap shall be plated.  All mounting angles, mounting straps, and buss bars shall be fully adjustable.  

C.4.2  SURFACE FINISH  

All cabinet surfaces, which include frames, side panels, top panels, and doors, shall be painted on all surfaces.  The paint color shall be color number 30372 as defined in Federal Standard 595a.

C5.0 NAMEPLATE  

Each cabinet shall have a nameplate permanently attached to the front of the cabinet, centered at the top. Nameplates shall be formatted as directed in FAA-G-2100g figure 2.  It shall be attached by removable 4-40 pan-head screws. The nameplate shall contain the following information:
