Safer Skies DVD Production

BACKGROUND: 

The FAA's Aviation Safety Program is the proactive safety promotion and education program for pilots and mechanics.  In response to the statutory requirement that the FAA promote the safety of flight of civil aircraft, the FAA established the Aviation Safety Program in 1971 to provide the aviation community with safety training and information.  In this regard approximately 100 full time FAA Safety Program Managers (SPM) have been producing and conducting safety seminars and clinics nationwide for pilots and mechanics.  Last year we provided over 14,000 seminars for over 800,000 persons.  In addition to this method of presentation we facilitate the production of numerous audio-visual aids, safety pamphlets, and publications of safety related materials.  The FAA has a requirement for a contractor to develop three sets of DVDs covering educational material that explains the findings of the general aviation topics under the Administrator’s Safer Skies Agenda.

STATEMENT OF WORK:

The contractor shall create three DVDs set for the FAA Safer Skies agenda, which is expected to contain three topics.  The DVDs will be used as a training tool by FAA Safety Program Managers and Aviation Safety Counselors for safety presentations.  The three DVDs shall explain the findings of the three General Aviation topic areas of the Administrator’s Safer Skies Agenda:

· Loss of Control

· Controlled Flight Into Terrain

· Survivability

The three DVDs produced by the contractor will be individually produced and titled.  All of the DVDs in the series must be similar in appearance and navigational options. Continuity and consistency are critical in order to maximize the user-friendly nature of each DVD.  

The three DVDs will also combine-videotaped segments, Power Point material, graphics/animation and still photograph as appropriate to best communicate the information.

Each DVD presentation shall be a minimum of 45 minutes in length.

 Feature Presentation – Each DVD shall contain just one (1) of these on a single Safer Skies topic area.  The Feature Presentation shall include the following:

· A movie viewer:

· Allows a presenter or individual to view an automated audio/visual program on the featured topic area.  Approximately 45 minutes.

· Has an option to print out a handout on this topic

· Link to our web page on the featured topic area

· Interactive program

· Shows short portions of the audio/visual program in the movie viewer

· Questions and answers appear at the end of the entire program

· If user answers incorrectly, the audio/visual program begins to replay at the place that answers the question

· The user must then correct their answer before the program progresses

· Prints a completion certificate when finished

· Prints handout on this topic

· Link to our web page on this featured topic area

· Presenter Materials

· Power Point presentation on the featured topic area that include:

· Frames from the audio/video presentation

· Speakers notes with references

· Discussion leader’s guide

· Handout

· Link to the FAA web site

The contractor shall provide production equipment and crew, postproduction and DVD design, development and implementation.

The FAA National Aviation Safety Program Manager shall furnish all appropriate background material needed to accomplish this effort.

Contractor Furnished

The contractor shall furnish all computer hardware/software, office supplies and audio/video equipment for this effort.

DELIVERABLES 

Deliverables will consist of:

1) Detailed outline of script and preliminary design plan
2) Two DVD Masters of DVD 

3) Two Hundred DVD copies of DVD, including Power Point material, presenter’s notes and instruction booklet.  Four-color labels and jewel cases included.

Each DVD set must be provided in six month intervals and completed and accepted by the FAA on or before the dates below:

DVD #4   Loss of Control  by 11/30/03



DVD #5   Controlled Flight into Terrain by 12/31/03



DVD #6   Survivability by 1/31/04



INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE
The deliverables cited in this SOW shall be delivered to the COTR on or before the due date.  The COTR shall have five business days to inspect the work and either report deficiencies or accept the deliverable.  The contractor shall then have five business days to correct any identified deficiencies and redeliver to the Government.

THIS IS A TWO-STEP PROCUREMENT: 

· PHASE I:
Announce and solicit for “Capability Statements” from qualified vendors.  This phase will identify qualified vendors who will be included in the competition for the requirement.  

· PHASE II:
The selected qualified vendors who will be given the opportunity to provide a proposal in response to the SOW with pricing information.

To be considered for Phase II, the vendor MUST meet the minimum qualifications in the following areas:

1. Specialized experience in the production of aviation related DVDs, as reflected in the SOW

Note:  Experience must be both recent (within the last year) and substantial (multiple productions within the last 3 years)

Vendors who are not qualified or who do not respond to this announcement will NOT be considered further.

All interested vendors must submit up to a 5 page Statement of Capability describing how the vendor’s corporate capabilities and applicable experience qualify them to perform the requirements listed previously in this announcement.  This statement of capability must be delivered to the FAA Contracting Officer no later than 10:00 am, on JULY 28, 2003.  

The description should be succinct and specific, and must include the following:

1. General statement of corporate history and capabilities.

2. Specific experience within the last 3 years in production of aviation related DVDs as reflected in the Statement of Work.

3. Provide a contact name and phone number of each agency where such support has been performed.
