MANAGEMENT CAPABILITY: demonstrated past performance in management and maintenance of all building services including heating and cooling (HVAC) systems, janitorial, security guards, landscaping, snow removal, pest control and building repair services.

PAST PERFORMANCE: as demonstrated by citing references, (firm name, contact person, telephone number, contract number, approximate dollar amount, approximate period of performance) who can verify the quality with which the firm has performed.  Also provide indication of past performance in compliance with appropriate wage rates required for projects cited.

3. FINANCIAL CAPABILITY: Provide documentation that demonstrates the firm's available capital and resources to ensure compliance with Service Contract Act (SCA) wages.  Resultant Request For Offers shall include applicable SCA wage rates.

This is a competitive procurement set aside for small and disadvantaged, 8(a) certified business participation only.  Contract award will be made on the basis of best value to the Government.
