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The purpose of this modification is to make administrative changes to the Screening For Information Request, DTFAWA-04-R-00014.  Accordingly the following changes are made: 

1. Under Block 4 on the SF-33, the No box should be checked.  This is not a small businesses set-aside. (See the revised SF-33).

2. Under Section L.14.1, SUBMISSION OF OFFER AND OTHER INFORMATION, the following changes should be made: 

a. Paragraph 1 should be deleted in its entirety and replace with the following: 

(1) Submit Volume I, “Officer and Other Documents” as addressed in clause L.15.

b. Paragraph 2 should be deleted in its entirety and replace with the following:

(2) Submit Volume II “Technical Proposal” as addressed in clause L.16.

3. Under Section J – LIST OF ATTACHMENTS, after J-1 Facility Location, the following statement is added: 

The Remainder of the Page is Intentionally Left Blank 

4.  Under Section L.16, VOLUME II, TECHNICAL PROPOSAL, the second sentence under Mission Suitability is deleted in its entirety and replace with the following:

In particular, the Offeror shall describe how the Offeror’s approach will enhance competition and ensure that the Government gets the best value. 

5. Under Section M.1.2, M.1.2  ORDER OF IMPORTANCE, the paragraph is deleted in entirety and replaced with the following: 

The basis of the award will be made against the evaluation factors contained in Section M and the FAA’s characterization of the risk involved in making an award to an offeror.  All factors will be considered in the evaluation for award.  The following evaluation factors are listed in descending order of importance.  Technical is the most important factor, followed by Past Performance/Relevant Experience, followed by Price.  The Technical factor will be numerically scored.  Price will be evaluated for reasonableness and will not be numerically scored, and Past Performance/Relevant Experience will be evaluated as being either Acceptable or Unacceptable. As proposals become more equal in their technical merit, the evaluated price becomes more important.

6. Under Section M.2, EVALAUTION PROCESS, the first paragraph is revised to add M before the 2.1.
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7. Under Section M.7, RISK ANALYSIS, the paragraph M.7.1 is deleted in entirety and replaced with the following: 

M.7.1  Risk assessment analysis serves to assess and evaluate potential risks to the Government associated with the selection of each Offeror’s overall proposal for fulfilling the requirements of the SIR.  Risk is defined as the Government's degree of confidence that the Offeror will successfully meet schedule, and performance baseline implicitly or explicitly incorporated into the proposal, that the solutions proposed will successfully meet the requirements of the SIR, and that the benefits in relation to the sub-elements will be realized.  The primary criteria to be used in the assessment of risk will be the degree to which the Offeror substantiates the ability to meet schedule, cost, and performance components of the SIR.  The evaluation of risk will also focus on whether each proposal volume supports and is logically consistent with information supplied in other volumes.  It will also examine any unsubstantiated representations made in any proposal volume.

8. ALL TERMS AND CONDITIONS REMAIN THE SAME AND UNCHANGED. 
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
