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The purpose of this modification is to make administrative changes to the SIR.  Accordingly the following changes are made: 

1. Section B is hereby revised to correct the numbering of the CLINs for the options beginning with Option Year 2. (See the attached.)

2. Under Section J, LIST OF ATTACHMENTS, the following changes are made: 

a. J-1, Facility Data, is revised to delete all CLINs associated with the facility data. 

b. J-2, Wage Determination is revised to delete all CLINs from the groups. 

c. J-3, Collective Bargaining Agreement is revised to delete all CLINs from the groups.

3. Under Section L, L.10 NON-GOVERNMENT PERSONNEL PARTICIPATION is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following: 

L.10  NON-GOVERNMENT PERSONNEL PARTICIPATION

Offerors are hereby notified that the FAA may utilize contractor support personnel following the release of the SIR.  In ddition, the offerors are notified that the FAA may have any written Technical Proposals or other written information provided in response to this acquisition, reviewed by personnel from various support contractors who may serve as advisors to FAA evaluation personnel during the evaluation phase of this acquisition.  All non-Government personnel and their corporations have signed, or will sign before the evaluation process begins, non-disclosure and no conflict of interest statements.  The exclusive responsibility for source selection however, will remain with the FAA.  If the FAA decides to utilize support contractors, the offerors will be notified in writing by the Contracting Officer and given the name of the company, personnel and FAA contract number.

4.  Under Section M, the following changes are made:

a. Under M.1.1 Award Selection, in the first paragraph, last sentence, the words or exceed are deleted and in the second paragraph, first sentence, the words at least are deleted. As a result, the first two paragraphs should read as follows: 

M.1.1
AWARD SELECTION:  Award will be made to the technically acceptable offeror(s) who is determined to be responsible and whose proposal conforms to all requirements of the SIR, has acceptable Past Performance and Relevant Experience and offers the lowest evaluated fair and reasonable price to the government. Technically acceptable is defined as proposals that meet all requirements of the SIR and demonstrate the technical ability to perform requirements of the Statement of Work.

As a minimum, an offeror is determined to be technically acceptable by receiving a rating of satisfactory in all subfactors under Factor I.  A less than satisfactory rating received in any of the subfactors under Factor I, Technical, or an unacceptable rating received for Past Performance and Relevant Experience will determine the offeror to be unacceptable for further consideration in the selection process. 
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b. Under M.1.1. Award Selection, the eleventh paragraph, the second sentence, the words numerically scored are deleted and replaced with rated as satisfactory or unsatisfactory.  As a result, the paragraph should read as follows: 

The basis of the award will be made against the evaluation factors contained in Section M and the FAA’s characterization of the risk involved in making an award to an offeror.  The Technical subfactors will be rated satisfactory or unsatisfactory.  Price will be evaluated for fairness and reasonableness and will not be numerically scored, and Past Performance/Relevant Experience will be evaluated as being either Acceptable or Unacceptable. 

c. Under M.3 Evaluation Factors, the first paragraph is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

The following three factors will be used to evaluate the Offeror’s proposal and are listed in descending order of importance. If factors contain subfactors, the subfactors are of equal importance.  A less than satisfactory rating received in any one the subfactors in Factor 1 or an unacceptable rating received for factor two, will determine the offeror to be unacceptable for further consideration in the selection process.  Each factor will be rated individually to determine the final rating.

d. Under M.4.1.4, the paragraph is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following: 

The four subfactors listed below will be used to evaluate the Offeror's technical proposal. The subfactors listed are of equal importance.   A less than satisfactory rating in any one of the subfactors below will render the offeror ineligible for further consideration in the selection process.
