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The purpose of this Amendment 0004 is:

1) To revise GCCS Specification paragraph 3.2.1.2.4 “Orbital Arc” to read as follows:  “The satellite shall be located in the orbital arc of 53 to 137 degrees west longitude (Threshold) with preference of 119 to 129 degrees west longitude (Objective).”

2) To revise para. L2 “Type of Contract” to include the following:  “The Government reserves the right to acquire service from up to three (3) satellites in whole or in part under the resultant contract. The Government may also acquire services or goods in whole or in part for additional L1/L5 Signal Generators, GUS Type-1s, WAAS L5 Receivers, Uplink Services, and the necessary Engineering Services.”

     Orders above the purchase of a single satellite service will be dependent upon   

     satisfactory performance over the entire contract, availability of funding, or in the   

     best interest of the Government.

           The projected period of performance for ordering under the resultant IDIQ 

           contract is FY 2002 thru FY 2015.  The period of performance for each task order 

           will be identified  individually as each order is issued.

3) The Government may also choose to acquire services or goods in whole or in part  for additional L1/L5 Signal Generators, GUS Type-1s, WAAS L5 Receivers, Uplink Services, and the necessary Engineering Services in whole or in part from another provider at its discretion.  If such an acquisition(s) is transacted, the services in the current contract will apply to the services acquired from another provider.

The potential estimated value of a contract awarded as a result of the GCCS SIR/RFO is $597.2M.”
