Off-Shore Helicopter Operations Video Production

BACKGROUND: 

In response to statutory requirements, the FAA established the Aviation Safety Program in 1971 to provide the aviation community with safety training and information.  This program proactively promotes safety and education to pilots and mechanics.  Approximately 100 full-time Safety Program Managers produce and conduct safety seminars and clinics nationwide for pilots and mechanics.  In 2002, these Safety Program Managers conducted over 14,000 seminars for over 800,000 persons.  Additionally, this program produces numerous audiovisual aids, safety pamphlets, and safety-related publications.  

The FAA’s Aviation Safety Program develops products to get in front of accidents, anticipate them, and prevent them.  We have determined that human factors account for an overwhelming majority of fatal off-shore helicopter accidents.  We believe that an educational video addressing off-shore flying could prevent accidents and have a direct, positive impact on the off-shore helicopter flying industry.   

The FAA has a requirement for a contractor to develop an educational video addressing off-shore flying risks and interventions to mitigate accidents.  The video will be used to evoke resolution and prevention conversation in response to common human factors accident causes in off-shore helicopter operations.  

STATEMENT OF WORK:

Scope and Tasks

The contractor shall:

1)
Research and outline scenarios to be incorporated into the video as accident cause discussion subjects.   Develop shooting script, based on approved scenarios, to be used for production shooting. 

2)  Produce video to support project at chosen sites throughout the United States. 

3)  Complete on-line editing to produce master in accordance with finalized and approved narration script and corresponding footage.  Include professional voice-over narration and music from producer’s library, on screen text graphics, and closed captioning.  

Materials and Equipment

The FAA National Aviation Safety Program Manager shall furnish appropriate background material needed to accomplish this effort.

The contractor shall furnish all computer hardware/software, office supplies, and audio/video equipment for this effort.  

Location of Work Performance

All work shall be performed at the contractor’s facility.  

Period of Performance

The period of performance for this effort will be from date of award through 12 months thereafter.
