L.4.2.1  SECTION A INSTRUCTIONS

Standard Form 33 Solicitation, Offer, and Award (SF-33), blocks 12 - 18 contractor fill-ins are self-explanatory.  The SF-33, block 17 must be signed by an agent of the company authorized to make the offer.

  SECTION B INSTRUCTIONS

For all Contract Line Items (CLINs) proposed on a Firm-Fixed-Price (FFP) basis, offerors should provide the unit price, including packaging, packing and preservation of the unit and should enter the extended price for the quantity of each item offered in the 'Total Amount' column.  For those CLINs with variable quantities, the contractor should revise Section B to identify subCLINs and indicate quantity discounts offered per calendar year in which the quantities may be ordered.  In case of discrepancy between a unit price and an extended price, the unit price will be considered correct.

For CLINs offered on a Time and Material  (T&M) basis, offerors should insert the labor rates offered for the T&M sub CLINs.  The proposed rates must include all costs, i.e. overhead and G&A as well as profit which the offeror intends to be paid.

L.4.2.5.1  ITEM 1 SPECIFICATION COMPLIANCE MATRIX

Complete the Specification Compliance Matrix indicating which requirements the offeror’s proposed Instrument Landing System currently meets and which requirements does the offeror’s proposed ILS not currently meet. 

L.4.2.5.1.1  TECHNICAL PROPOSAL/APPROACH

For those requirements not currently met by the offeror’s proposed ILS the offeror should provide a technical proposal/approach to meet the specification requirements.  This should include the commercial product specification.  The offeror should further discuss methodologies, and tests conducted to date to validate the proposed ILS system to the commercial product specification.  The offeror should provide any analyses or other system qualification test efforts completed to substantiate the maturity of the proposed system and unit design.  Provide a description of the design differences, if any, between the tested and the proposed system.
Further the offeror should also provide a development plan, and an associated schedule to indicate how and when those requirements not currently met will be met.

L.4.2.5.2  ITEM 2 MAINTENANCE AND LOGISTICS REQUIREMENTS

L.4.2.5.2.1  LOGISTICS AND MAINTENANCE INFORMATION
The offeror should provide the offeror’s Technical Instruction Book and Installation Instructions for the proposed Instrument Landing System.  Additionally the offeror should provide a list of the Line Replaceable Units required for the proposed ILS.

In terms of equipment reliability, the LRU list should specify the mean time between failure (MTBF) ,both calculated and measured, performance of LRUs for the contractors deployed systems.  It should also describe failure modes for LRUs or components that the offeror views as critical, and the effects of such failure on the overall service performance.

Design features that enhance maintainability should be listed.  This would include all fault isolation and/or self diagnostic features.

L.4.2.5.3  ITEM 3 SYSTEM SAFETY ASSURANCE PLAN (SSAP)

L.4.2.5.3.1 SYSTEM SAFETY ASSURANCE PLAN

The offeror will provide a System Safety Assurance Plan. The SSAP may be provided in the offeror’s chosen format.  The plan should address the following:

a. Description of the offeror’s Safety Organization and its relation to the Program organization, its authority, responsibilities, and qualifications.  

b. Description of the offeror’s approach, independence, methods, and planned assignment of responsibility for execution of the safety assessment tasks identified in SOW Paragraph C.4.6.2.  For each task, the approach should identify what action, if any, against the task has been accomplished, provide a description of the action and its completeness relative to the SOW task definition, describe the approach and methods to completing the SOW task, and identify the product or record of task execution.  Any previously executed task actions should be qualified according to whether they were performed against the offeror’s current design or a preceding design and, if so, what changes have been made to the design since the action was executed.

c. Phasing of the safety assessment task execution from development toproduct deliveries relative to the Program schedule.

L.4.2.5.4  ITEM 4 FUNCTIONAL AND OPERATIONAL DEMONSTRATION OF ILS EQUIPMENT

The FAA will conduct a demonstration (field evaluation) of the equipment offered under this solicitation.

The demonstration will be conducted at the Ohio University test facility located on Runway 09L at Kendall-Tamiami Executive Airport (TMB), Miami, Florida.  Procedures and an initial schedule for this demonstration are provided as an attachment to this solicitation. All offerors will sequentially accomplish this demonstration in a random sequence determined by the government. All offerors equipments will be delivered to the demonstration site by COB on the Friday preceding the Monday start of the first offeror installation.

L.4.2.5.4.1 ILS COMPONENTS

The offeror should provide the proposed ILS equipment.  The equipment provided for the demonstration should be the same equipment proposed under this solicitation. The specific equipment may be refurbished and delivered to the FAA as part of the First Article. The FAA recognizes that modifications will be necessary after the demonstration to meet all requirements of the contract.  The demonstration equipment should consist of a Localizer (Dual Equipment/Dual Frequency, Wide Aperture Antenna, Distribution Circuits for both the Dual Frequency and Single Frequency Wide Aperture Configurations), Glide Slope (Null Reference System), Dual Equipment, Capture Effect Kit, Localizer Far Field Monitor (equipment enclosed for pole mounting), Portable ILS Receiver, Portable Maintenance Data Terminal Software (FAA will supply the PMDT hardware used in the demonstration), and Remote Control Subsystem.

L.4.2.5.4.2 ILS DOCUMENTATION

The offeror should provide battery requirements (Ohio University will provide batteries if the requirements are identified at the Pre-Solicitation Conference), the Technical Instruction Books, and Installation Instructions.

L.4.2.5.4.3 ILS DEMONSTRATION SUPPORT

The offeror should provide the necessary personnel and accomplish the installation of their proposed ILS at Kendall-Tamiami Executive Airport.  Once the equipment is completely installed and made operational, the offeror and a representative of the FAA shall sign a certification agreement stating that the offeror has completed proper alignment and that the system is ready for demonstration. Ohio University will provide an aircraft equipped with proper instrumentation, and support personnel, for conducting system “pre-comissioning” flight inspection during the installation period. The offeror shall then hand-off control of the equipment to the FAA for demonstration purposes. The government demonstration team will complete a Demonstration Equipment Readiness Checklist (provided as part of the procedures). The offeror at its own discretion may provide no more than 2 personnel to be present during the demonstration of the offeror’s equipment.  This individual(s) may be required to adjust and/or repair the equipment throughout the demonstration.  The projected personnel requirement will be 1 calendar week for installation, 10 calendar days for the demonstration, and 4 calendar days for equipment removal.

Upon the completion of the demonstration, all equipment and documentation shall be returned to the possession of the offeror for removal from the airport grounds.
