Contract Number or Purchase Order Number

Pieces Number and Total Pieces

Bar Coding requirements of ISO/IEC 15438 shall apply to all equipment down to the line replaceable unit as well as the package or container within which they are delivered.

SHIPPING DOCUMENTS

Shipping documents, FAA Form 4500-1 or FAA Form 4650-12, shall be enclosed with a packing list for each shipment.
