SECTION H – SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
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H.1
EXERCISE OF OPTIONS
a.
Option to Extend the Period of Performance.  The Government will have the option to extend the period of the contract for purchasing additional supplies and service at the prices listed in Section B for up to nine years after expiration of the Base Contract Period, provided, however, that the Contracting Officer provides preliminary notice of intent to exercise an option period not later than 30 calendar days before expiration of the current period of performance.  Preliminary notice shall not commit the Government to an extension.  Options will be exercised by issuance of a unilateral modification to the contract by the Contracting Officer not later than the expiration date of the current period of performance.

b.
Additional Option Items:  The Government may require delivery of one or more CLINs identified in Section B.12 in the quantities and at the prices set forth therein.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the options by issuance of unilateral modifications to the contract not later than the times set forth below.

H.2
REQUIREMENTS AND ORDERING

a.
Purchases of requirements listed in Sections B.2 through B.11 are subject to the Requirements, Ordering, and Order Limitations clauses of this contract.  

b.
AMS clause 3.2.4-19, Requirements, shall be effective upon First Article approval.  For the purpose of paragraph (c) of the clause, the Government activity obligated to place orders for its requirements under this contract is the ATO-W Navigation Services of FAA Headquarters, Washington, DC.  The activity may also acquire equipment on behalf of other users, including military agencies, within the scope of this contract.  However, placement of orders for the requirements of these users shall not be obligatory for the activity under the Requirements clause.  

c.
The FAA reserves the right to conduct training, to perform depot level maintenance, and to obtain engineering support service via its own or other resources.  These activities shall not be subject to paragraph (c) of the Requirements clause.

d.
For the purpose of paragraph (f) of AMS clause 3.2.4-19, Requirements:

(1)
The Contractor shall not be required to make deliveries of ILS systems or equipment later than 9 months after issuance of the final delivery order for equipment CLINs under this contract.  

(2)
The Contractor shall not be required to make deliveries of maintenance training classes or perform engineering support service later than 3 months after issuance of final delivery order or task order for those CLINs.

e.
For the purpose of paragraph (a) of clause 3.2.4-16, Ordering, all orders shall be issued by an FAA Contracting Officer.  During the Base Contract Period, orders may be issued at times as stated in Section B.2.  Orders may be issued at any time during each of the option periods if those options are exercised.

H.3
TASK ORDERS FOR ENGINEERING SUPPORT SERVICE

a.
Delivery of engineering support service shall be made only in accordance with written task orders issued and signed by the FAA Contracting Officer.  Each order will contain a statement of work and will specify the site, deliverables, milestones, estimated level of effort, period of performance, and authorized ceiling amount.  

b.
Task orders will be issued unilaterally on a time and materials basis at rates listed in Section B.  Payments will be subject to the provisions of the clause entitled PAYMENTS UNDER TIME-AND-MATERIAL AND LABOR-HOUR CONTRACTS.  For the purpose of payment a labor hour will be considered to be one person working one hour at one or more work locations or in travel status between the Contractor’s plant and a work location, or in travel status between work locations.  A maximum of eight labor hours shall be allowed for travel between the Contractor’s facility and any location or between work locations.  The Contractor will be reimbursed for necessary, reasonable, and actual transportation costs, lodging, meals and incidental expenses in accordance with FAA contract cost principles.

H.4.
INTERPRETATION OR MODIFICATION
No oral statement of any person and no written statement of anyone other than the Contracting Officer or his/her designated, authorized representative, acting within the limits of the authority specified in such designation, shall modify or otherwise affect any provision of this contract.

H.5.
SUPPORT CONTRACTORS
a.
The Government plans to use support contractors to assist in technical reviews of Contractor performance and deliverable products under this contract.  Employees of support contractors may attend meetings between the Contractor and the Government, observe and participate with Government personnel in function and performance tests, and have access to the Contractor’s facilities as related to any effort under this contract.  However, no support Contractor shall have authority to issue directions to the Contractor or to change the contract.

b.
The Contractor agrees to cooperate with support Contractor personnel by engaging in technical discussions and permitting access to information and data relating to technical matters concerning this contract (including cost and schedule information) to the same degree such access is accorded to Government personnel.

c.
When required in the performance of their assignments, support Contractor personnel shall also have access to limited rights deliverable data and restricted software, subject to the same limitations and restrictions imposed under this contract on Government personnel.

H.6
DATA RIGHTS
a.
Notwithstanding any provision of AMS clause 3.5-13, Rights in Data—General, at a minimum and in addition to other rights conveyed by the clause, the Government shall have the right to modify, reproduce, release, perform, display, or disclose all deliverable data items for the specific purposes of permitting the Government or its Contractors to install, operate, or maintain ILS equipment and software and to conduct training.  In the event CDLS is no longer performed by the Contractor for whatever reason, the Government may 1) disclose deliverable data to permit manufacture and procurement of parts and LRUs for maintenance purposes and 2) enhance, remove, or modify any and all computer software items to accommodate National Airspace System requirements.  
b.
Computer Software Not First Produced in the Performance of This Contract:  Notwithstanding paragraph (c)(2) of the Rights in Data—General clause, the Contractor shall acquire copyright licenses on behalf of the Government to provide the Government with minimum rights described in paragraph (g)(3) of the clause and paragraph a. above.
c.
Confidentiality of Training Test Information.  Except as required to conduct FAA maintenance training classes or as directed by applicable CDRLs, the Contractor shall not use, release to others, reproduce, distribute, or publish any data or information delivered under CDRLs H007, H009, or H011 or data or information delivered under any other CDRL that relates to tests and examinations.

H.7
Diminishing Manufacturing Sources and Material Shortages 

 (a)  The Contractor shall perform an initial baseline analysis of the electronic parts / electronic micro-circuits including preferred and alternate parts and submit it to the FAA Contracting Officer for acceptance within (60) days after contract award.  The Contracting Officer will review the analysis and notify the Contractor of acceptance within (60) days after receipt.

(b)  The Contractor’s analysis shall identify obsolete parts and diminishing manufacturing sources and material shortages (DMSMS).  Criteria used in evaluating obsolete parts and DMSMS shall include the life cycle use of the product and available suppliers.  The Contractor’s analysis shall identify electronic parts / electronic micro-circuits in a high, medium and low risk category as follows:


High risk indicates parts are obsolete and availability is minimal or nonexistent. 


Medium risk indicates the parts are a diminishing item and projected availability is for one or two years or only one supplier is available.  


Low risk indicates parts are projected to be available for 3 years or more and multiple suppliers are available. 

(c)  The Contractor shall monitor the parts and material that have the potential to adversely affect production or life cycle supportability.

(d)  The Contractor shall also monitor the Government Industry Data Exchange Program (GIDEP) data base for all high risk parts identified as part of the analysis and during risk monitoring. The Contractor shall prepare a DMSMS notice in accordance with GIDEP for all parts not found in the data base.

(e)  The Contractor shall submit a recommendation to the Contracting Officer or designated representative stating how the DMSMS parts will be supported.  The Contractor shall submit the recommendation quarterly after the initial baseline analysis is accepted by the FAA Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall also address part cost, where and how often parts are used in the product, and how many parts are affected in the recommendation.

(f)   Compliance with this requirement shall not relieve the Contractor from complying with any other provision of the contract.
