THE NEXT GENERATION AIR/GROUND COMMUNICATION (NEXCOM)
Interface Subset Simulator Update
September 15, 2000

The FAA has updated several messages in the Interface Subset Simulator (ISS), distributed August 24, 2000.  The updates are limited to the messages documented in Appendix C of the ISS User’s Manual.  Special attention should be given to the message changes outlined in items 1 and 2 of the ISS Message Updates.  Changes in items 1 and 2 were made to resolve inconsistencies with the ICD (NAS-IC-41033502).
Changes outlined in items 3 and 4 may enable broader use of the ISS, as they now contain more reaslitic values for certain parameters.   Changes 3 and 4 are considered cosmetic, and while more realistic, do not address ICD inconsistencies.
 
As stated during the ISS Industry Exchange, the FAA will post corrections and update the ISS as necessary.  We anticipate that a physical update to the ISS will be released in early October, at which time new EPROMS will be made available.
