PERIOD OF CONTRACT

This contract duration is six (6) years, consisting of a 12-month base period followed by five 12-month option periods.  
F3.0
3.2.4-20 INDEFINITE QUANTITY (JULY 1996)

a.
This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

b.
Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the "Ordering" clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the maximum.  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the minimum.

c.
Except for any limitations on quantities in the "Order Limitations" clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

d.
Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period;  provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after six years from the date of contract award except orders placed before the last option period expires.

DELIVERIES AND INSTALLATION

a. Shipping addresses for equipment will be cited by modification.  A list of potential sites and configurations are provided in Attachment 1 of Section F. 

Note:  The sites and the configurations identified in Attachment 1 of Section F are for cost evaluation purposes only. The Government has identified these sites as the present understanding of the Government’s production requirements.  These sites and configuration of the sites are expected to change based on the Government’s needs or requirements.

b. The first article system ordered under CLIN 0003 shall be manufactured, assembled and presented to the FAA for Formal Qualification Test (FQT) not later than 365 calendar days after contract award.  Operational Test and Evaluation System delivery shall occur not later than 120 calendar days after the first article systems are presented for FQT.

c. The Contractor shall deliver equipment and systems as follows:

1)
For systems (size/configuration to be determined):  Not later than 45 calendar days after receipt of a specific delivery order if material has previously been ordered or on a later date specified in the site specific delivery order if material has previously been ordered or 195 calendar days after execution of the delivery order authorizing the Contractor to proceed to order material and manufacture circuit card assemblies.

2)
For systems (size/configuration to be determined):  Not later than 60 calendar days after receipt of a specific delivery order if material has previously been ordered or on a later date specified in the site specific delivery order if material has previously been ordered or 195 calendar days after execution of the delivery order authorizing the Contractor to proceed to order material and manufacture circuit card assemblies.

3)
The Contractor will not be required to deliver and install more than (number to be determined) system per month.

d.
Delivery of additional equipment to be added to previously ordered systems shall be completed not later than 30 calendar days after receipt of a site specific delivery order or a later date specified in the delivery order or 195 calendar days after execution of the delivery order authorizing the Contractor to proceed to order material and manufacture circuit card assemblies for the Contract Line Items required to fill the Site Specific Delivery Order.

e.
Installation and site acceptance testing of the equipment shall be completed within 15 working days after the equipment is delivered to the site for systems (size/configuration to be determined).  Installation and site acceptance testing of the equipment shall be completed within 22 working days after the equipment is delivered to the site for systems (size/configuration to be determined).  Installation and site acceptance testing of the equipment shall be completed within 30 working days after the equipment is delivered to the site.

f.
Site maintenance of the equipment shall begin as specified in each contract modification.

g.
Depot maintenance of the equipment shall begin within 30 calendar days after execution of the modification ordering such service.

h.
Delivery of spares shall be completed not later than 30 calendar days after receipt of a site specific delivery order if material has previously been ordered or a later date specified in the delivery order or 196 calendar days after execution of the delivery order authorizing the contractor to proceed to order material and manufacture circuit card assemblies for the Contract Line Items required to fill the Site Specific Delivery Order.

i.
Training classes ordered shall be conducted within 30 calendar days after execution of the modification ordering such service.

j.
Site surveys ordered shall be conducted within 15 calendar days after execution of the modification ordering such service.

k.
Equipment to be furnished under this contract shall be F.O.B. Destination.

l.
Development, delivery and conduct of CLINs 0008A, 0008BA, and 0008BB shall be accomplished within 180 calendar days after receipt of the contract modification ordering the effort or on the date specified in the order whichever is later.

m.
Development, delivery and conduct of first course for CLINs 0007D, 0007E, 0007F, 0007G, and 0007I shall be accomplished within 180 calendar days after receipt of the contract modification ordering the effort or on the date specified in the order whichever is later.

n.
Conduct of CBI Course Walk-through, Developmental tryout and First course shall be accomplished within 90 calendar days of Government acceptance of CLIN X009A.

o.
The test bed, CLIN 0002I, shall be ready for the Government acceptance testing no later than 180 working days after receipt of order.  Contractor maintenance for the test bed shall begin after Government acceptance testing.

F7.0  3.2.2.8-2 VARIATION IN QUANTITY (APRIL 1996)

a.
A variation in the quantity of any contract item will not be accepted unless the variation has been caused by conditions of loading, shipping, or packing or allowances in manufacturing processes, and then only to the extent, if any, specified in paragraph (b) below.

b. The permissible variation shall be limited to: Zero (0) % increase and Zero (0) % decrease.  This variation applies to all contract items.

3.2.4-34 OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (APRIL 1996)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract.  These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor.  The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within the period specified in the Schedule.

3.2.4-35 OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (APRIL 1996)

a.
The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 30 days of contract expiration;  provided, that the Government shall give the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60 days before the contract expires.  The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension. 

b.
If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option provision.        

c. The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed six (6) years.
