The Federal Administration (FAA) intends to issue a task order under SIN 246-50, Ancillary Services, of Federal Supply Schedule FSC Group 63, Part I for preventative and corrective maintenance of security systems previously installed at 52 FAA facilities during the period July 1, 2003 through December 31, 2003, with options to add additional sites and extend the term for two 3-month periods.  Attachment 1 is the statement of work for the 6-month task order and Attachment 2 lists the 52 sites and the equipment to be maintained.  

Although the FAA is not required to advertise a GSA solicitation or award in accordance with T3.8.3 Federal Supply Schedule Contracts, the FAA anticipates that 3 or more GSA vendors may be selected in response to this announcement.  Once technical capabilities are proven, each vendor will be invited to submit a price proposal for selection of award. 

Firms offering ancillary services under SIN 246-50 are invited to submit a proposal so as to provide the FAA with an understanding as to how the work will be performed in accordance with the statement of work.  It is anticipated that the work will be performed on a time and materials basis, and the proposal should include the labor category (ies) that will be used to perform the work, the fully burdened labor rates for those categories, and any other costs expected to be incurred.

Interested vendors that have maintenance capabilities under GSA Schedule 63 should submit with their documentation (2 copies) to demonstrate their ability to Tammara Morrow/Contracting Officer, FAA, 800 Independence Avenue, SW, ASU-340, Washington, DC.  Responses are required to be received no later than May 29, 2003. Facsimile responses are not permitted. 

Vendors submitting a response should provide the following information: (1) Name and address of company, (2) point of contact (include name, position within the company, and telephone number), and (3) a narrative of the firm's capabilities. 
The FAA will not pay for any information received or costs incurred in preparing responses to this market survey. Responders to this survey may be asked to provide additional details/information based on their initial submittal.

It is anticipated that a competitive GSA awarded contract effective January 1, 2004 will supersede this task order.
