2. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS
a. The facility areas will require service 3 days a week, Monday, Wednesday, and Friday ( excluding holidays), between the hours of 5:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m.  The service schedule shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR), unless specified otherwise.
