Maintenance Processing Subsystems/Extractor Replicator Interface S/W
In accordance with AMS 3.2.1.2.1 – Market Analysis and AMS 3.2.1.3.12 Public Announcements, the purpose of this announcement is to assess the general availability of software providing the necessary interface capability to the FAA’s Maintenance Processing Subsystem (MPS), which uses the  Compaq Tandem Himalaya K2000 computer as the hardware platform.  The Federal Aviation Administration has a requirement for a commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software application that will allow interface to the MPS via the Golden Gate Extractor/Replicator software, which the FAA owns and has integrated on the Tandems.  The interface must be capable of reading transactions on the Tandem and transferring these changes automatically into a Microsoft SQL Server database running on the FAA’s Windows NT servers.  The interface software must be easily configurable by scripts so that subsets of Tandem data can be transferred.  The integration of the interface software must be seamless, requiring no modification of existing or addition of new code.
The FAA has approximately 30 Tandems and will require the necessary interface capability and maintenance support for an approximate five (5)-year duration.  
In addition to addressing the requirements described above, potential candidate software applications must possess demonstrated ability to:
1. be hosted on NT server, version 4.0 operating system.
2. communicate with Tandems via internet protocol transmission control protocol/internet protocol (TCP/IP).
Companies whose product possesses the necessary capabilities identified herein must submit a capability statement.  The capability statement shall address:

· Descriptive information regarding product specifications
· Company point of contact – name, URL and telephone number
· Vendor tax identification and DUNS numbers
