Convert existing ALPHA version of  BCATS/LIS (Logistics Information System) interface to BETA version, from prototype to operational in support of the functional release for STARS and other NAS systems. 

Activate BCATS and harvest the STARS system at the FAALC Training Lab and field sites, and install Automatic Tracking Modules (ATM) at multiple locations.

Generate BCATS training manuals and support development.

Establish vendor record import process from Excel spreadsheets.
