Hourly rates shall include all direct and indirect costs and profit.  

B.5
INCENTIVE BONUS
B.5.1.  An incentive bonus in the amount of 5% of the cumulative task order costs is available to the Contractor for meeting the terms and conditions of the contract.  The Government will evaluate three areas (i.e., Management, Administration, and Operations) when assessing the Contractor’s performance as required by the terms and conditions of the contract.  The areas are weighted as follows: Operations -75%, Management -15% and Administration -10%.  

B.5.2. The Screening Evaluation (Attachment J-5) will be used to assess compliance with operational requirements of the contract. 

B.5.3. Management of this contract will be evaluated through various means.  However, the Contractor’s compliance with its Program Management Plan and transition of the services to the government will be key in the Government’s assessment of the Contractor’s management of this contract.

B.5.4. The contract requires the contractor to maintain numerous records, process various reports, and submit specific items in a timely manner.  The Contractor’s compliance to administrative requirements of the contract will be key in the Government’s assessment of the Contractor’s administration of this contract.

B.5.5.  The Government may conduct weekly discussions with the contractor regarding performance or provide a weekly status report based upon the requirements contained in the Screening Evaluation.  As necessitated by Contractor noncompliance to the terms and conditions of this contract, other notifications to include reports may be provided to the Contractor.  The Government shall furnish a monthly report regarding the Contractor’s performance in accordance with B.5.2., B.5.3., and B.5.4.

B.5.6.  The incentive bonus will be determined at the end of the contract term, and will be awarded by Task Order, base on the contractor’s performance (i.e., compliance) with the terms and conditions of the contract.  The Government shall withhold 20% of the Incentive Bonus amount, determined to have been earned by the contractor, for each location until final contract payment.  The contractor is responsible for demonstrating that the Incentive Bonus flow-down plan described in the Program Management Plan has been adhered to and payments made to employees in accordance with the terms of the PMP.  The Government reserves the right to withhold and deny payment for amounts withheld should the contractor fail to comply with the terms of the PMP.

The Incentive Bonus is conditioned upon the execution of a fully definitized contract within the Schedule.

 PART I - SECTION C
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Definitions

1.0
General Requirement
The Contractor shall furnish all labor, supervision, and management necessary to provide screening services in accordance with the requirements specified herein.  Where necessary, the Government shall provide appropriate Government Furnished Equipment screening equipment with associated supplies and materials listed in Attachment J-7.

a.  The Contractor shall comply with the Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) as specified in Attachment J-2.  The Contractor shall provide the following:

(1) Inspect each person entering the sterile area of an airport.

(2) Inspect each person’s accessible property entering the sterile area of an airport.

(3) Prevent or deter the introduction into the sterile area of an airport of any unauthorized explosive, incendiary, or deadly or dangerous weapon on or about each person or the person’s accessible property in accordance with the SOP.

(4) Deny entry into the sterile area of an airport to any person who does not consent to a search of his or her person in accordance with the SOP.

 (5) Deny entry into the sterile area of an airport to any property of a person who does not consent to a search or inspection of that property in accordance with the SOP.

 (6) Inspect checked baggage or cargo presented for inspection by an air carrier.

(7) Prevent or deter the carriage of unauthorized explosives or incendiaries in checked baggage or cargo onboard passenger aircraft.

(8) Inspect persons and property designated by the air carrier prior to entry into aircraft.

(9) Operate all screening equipment in accordance with the SOP.

b.  The Contractor shall maintain a current copy of the SOP at each screening location.  A detailed review of the SOP shall be provided as part of each employee's initial training, and each time the SOP is modified.  No employee shall be assigned to duty unless he/she is thoroughly knowledgeable of and understands the SOP.  The SOP will be modified periodically in accordance with the "CHANGES" clause, Section I, to reflect required changes in the Government's screening services policies and procedures.  Special Orders are short term or one-time changes to the SOP.

2.0
General Requirements

2.1
Management  

The Contractor shall manage the total work effort associated with the screening services required herein to assure fully adequate and timely completion of these services.  Included in this function will be a full range of management duties including, but not limited to, planning, scheduling, report preparation, establishing and maintaining records, and quality control.  The Contractor shall provide an adequate staff of personnel with the necessary management expertise to assure the performance of the work in accordance with sound and efficient management practices.

2.1.1
Work Control 

The Contractor shall implement all necessary scheduling and personnel/equipment control procedures to ensure timely accomplishment of all screening services requirements.  

2.1.2
Schedules 

The Contractor's monthly work schedule required by the "WORK SCHEDULE" clause, Section F.4, shall indicate the specific hours of the day that each screening location will be manned, including the number of personnel per post.

2.1.3
Records and Reports 

The Contractor shall maintain records and prepare reports as set forth in Attachment J-2.  A copy of all reports shall be maintained on-site and available for inspection by the Government at all times.  From time to time the Contractor's employees may be required to make written and oral statements to the Department of Transportation Investigative Service, the Federal Bureau of Investigation, or other agencies due to the nature of a particular incident.  Any such statements created and/or provided shall be considered a report under the terms of this contract.  All records and copies of reports compiled and/or created during the performance period of this contract shall be delivered to the Technical Officer (TO) in accordance with the SOP.  

2.1.4 Program Reviews

The Contractor shall conduct program reviews specific to each task order.  Reviews may be conducted at the airport site or a location to be specified by the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR).  The reviews will be held on a monthly basis. 

2.2 Supervision 

The Contractor shall provide adequate on-site supervision of all employees at all times that a screening location is manned.  The supervisors shall ensure that each screening location is manned as required by the SOP and as appropriate to maintain constant vigilance; that employees are properly uniformed and present a neat appearance; and that each employee is familiar with their screening locations and duties as required by the SOP.  Contractor supervision shall include an informal briefing at the start of each shift during which relief personnel shall be assembled for inspection, announcements, and a general transfer of information from one shift's personnel to the next.  This is in addition to the time required for staffing and relief of personnel.

The Contractor's Representative or supervisory personnel, a key person identified in Section H.10, in charge of work under this contract, shall be available at all times to receive and implement orders or special instructions from the Contracting Officer concerning matters which affect the operation, protection and/or security of assigned areas.

The Contractor's Representative or supervisor(s) shall not hold the position of an on-duty screener except in emergencies.  In emergencies, the Contractor's Representative or supervisor may man the screening location not to exceed three hours in any consecutive eight-hour period.

On a weekly basis, the contractor shall report to the TO the total number of hours which the Contractors Representative or Supervisor mans a screening location.

2.3
Standards of Conduct  

The contractor shall abide by its current standards of conduct applicable to its employees.  A copy shall be furnished to the TO and the COTR within 5 days after contract award.

2.3.1
Appearance  

The Contractor shall abide its current policy regarding appearance.  A copy shall be furnished to the TO and COTR within 5 days after contract award.

2.3.2
Neglect of Duties  

Neglect of duties shall not be condoned.  This includes sleeping on duty, tardiness, failures to carry out or inattentiveness to assigned tasks, conducting personal affairs during duty hours, and refusing to render assistance or cooperate in upholding the integrity of the work site security.

2.3.3
Disorderly Conduct  

Disorderly conduct, use of abusive, offending or offensive language, quarreling, intimidation by words, actions, or fighting shall not be condoned.  Also included is participation in disruptive activities that interfere with normal and efficient screening or air carrier operations.

2.3.4
Intoxicants    

The Contractor shall not allow any employee (while on duty) to possess, sell, consume, or be under the influence of intoxicants, drugs, or substances that produce similar effects.  The contractor shall provide a copy of the current company policy to the TO and COTR within 5 days after contract award.  

2.3.4.1 Consumption of Alcohol

The drinking of alcoholic beverages while on duty or eight hour prior to assuming a period of duty is prohibited.

2.3.4.2 Relief by an Intoxicated Person

If a contractor employee has reason to believe that his/her relief is intoxicated, he/she will not allow himself/herself to be relieved and will immediately notify his/her supervisor.

2.3.43 Narcotics

The use of narcotics or other controlled substances without a prescription from a licensed physician is prohibited.

2.3.4.4
Use of Prescription Drugs

The use of prescription drugs by a contractor employee shall be reported through the supervisor to the Technical Officer before assuming screening duty.

2.4 Uniforms 

The contractor shall maintain its current uniform policy.  The contractor shall provide a copy to the TO and COTR within 5 days after contract award.  

2.5 Personnel Requirements 

The contractor shall provide a copy of the current company policy regarding the following subparagraphs to the TO and COTR within 5 days after contract award.  

2.5.1
Employment Suitability and Qualifications    

Prior to assignment to the Contractor's screener force, an individual shall meet the following suitability criteria.  Employees not assigned to the screener force shall satisfy the requirements of the "Key Personnel and Facilities” clause in Section H.9.

2.5.1.1
Education   

The Contractor employees shall possess a high school diploma, a General Equivalency Diploma, or a combination of education and experience. 

2.5.1.2
Felony Convictions  

Each new Contractor employee shall undergo an FBI criminal records check in accordance with Attachment J-2.No individual who poses a threat to national security shall be employed as a security screener, supervisor, or key person on this contract.

2.5.1.3 Citizenship   

Each new Contractor employee shall be a United States citizen.   

2.5.1.4
English

The Contract employee shall have the ability to read, speak, write, and understand English well enough to carry out written and oral instructions regarding the proper performance of screening duties; read English language identification media, credentials, airline tickets, documents, air waybills, invoices, and labels on items normally encountered in the screening process; provide direction to and understand and answer questions from English-speaking persons undergoing screening or submitting cargo for screening; and write incident reports and statements and log entries into security records in the English language.
2.5.1.5
Physical Qualifications   

The Contractor employee must have basic aptitudes and physical abilities including color perception, visual and aural acuity, physical coordination, and motor skills to the following standard:

2.5.1.5.1
Vision 

Screeners operating screening equipment must be able to distinguish on the screening equipment monitor the appropriate imaging standard specified in the SOP.  Screeners operating any screening equipment must be able to distinguish each color displayed on every type of screening equipment.  Screeners who perform physical searches must have the ability to see explosives, incendiaries, weapons, and visible signs of tampering, wires, leaks, and discoloration of the item being inspected.  

2.5.1.5.2
Hearing  

Screeners must be able to hear and respond to the spoken voice and to audible alarms generated by screening equipment at an active screening location.

2.5.1.5.3
Physical Condition 

Screeners who perform physical searches or other related operations must be able to efficiently and thoroughly manipulate and handle such baggage, containers, cargo, and other objects subject to screening.  Screeners who perform pat-downs or hand-held metal detector searches of individuals must have sufficient dexterity and capability to thoroughly conduct those procedures over an individual’s entire body.  Screeners performing screening of cargo must be able to use tools that allow for opening and closing boxes, crates, or other common cargo packaging.  

2.5.1.5.4
Other Physical Requirements   

Any individual who has been incapacitated due to serious illness, injury, disease, or operation, which could interfere with the effective performance of assigned screening services duties shall, prior to resumption of such duties, provide to the TO medical evidence of recovery and ability to perform such duties. 

2.5.1.5.5 Alertness

(A) No employee of the Contractor shall work a tour of duty of more than 12 continuous hours and each Contractor employee shall have a minimum of 12 hours off duty between tours on this contract, except in emergency situations as defined by the Technical Officer.  The contractor shall not bill for employee hours that exceed the 

       12-hour tour length.

(B) All full-time screeners working a minimum of an eight- hour shift shall be provided a fifteen -minute break for each four hours of work.  This break should normally be scheduled in the middle of each four-hour period.  Part-time screeners working a minimum of four hours shall be provided a fifteen- minute break for every four-hours consecutive hours worked.

2.5.2
Training 

All contract personnel shall be trained in accordance with their current approved training plan.  The Government reserves the right to revise this instruction during the contract period.  If such revision changes the time, schedule or cost of performance under this contract, a modification will be processed in accordance with the "CHANGES" clause, Section I.

All supervisors shall be trained in accordance with the Standard Operating Procedures, See Attachment J-2.

2.5.2.1
Training Plan  

Contractor shall submit with its Offer to perform the services as described within this SOW three copies of Contractor’s proposed training plan.  The training plan shall include the following, for initial, On-The-Job, and recurrent training, at a minimum:

    a.  Name and location of training facility (ies).

    b. Names and qualifications of instructors.

c. Dates/Times training courses are to be presented.

d. Provide a detailed discussion of the entire training program and the specific requirements/elements necessary to perform and satisfy the types of training required by the contract.  The Government reserves the right to request a copy of a syllabus for any scheduled training.

The Government reserves the right to reject the training plan if it determines that training facilities are inadequate and/or instructors are not qualified to provide such training.  If the training plan is rejected, the Contractor shall submit a new training plan within 10 calendar days.  Failure to submit an acceptable training plan and/or facilities may be grounds for rejection of the offer.  Failure to maintain an acceptable training facility and/or training program in accordance with the plan approved by the Contracting Officer may result in a termination for default of this contract.  

After contract award, proposed revisions to the approved training plan shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review/approval within five calendar days of such proposed revision.  In the event of personnel turnover, new Contractor employees must complete training under the Contractor's then current training plan.  The Contractor shall certify that all screener-employees are trained in accordance with the approved training program plan.  The Government reserves the right to audit all or part of Contractor provided training courses and to test any screener for proficiency.

2.5.2.2
Specific Requirements  

2.5.2.2.1 Initial Training    

Each screener hired after contract award shall complete successfully a minimum of 40 hours of classroom instruction or successfully complete a program that the Administrator determines will train individuals to a level of proficiency equivalent to the level that would be achieved by such classroom instruction.  Before beginning on-the-job training, a screener trainee must pass the screener readiness test prescribed by the FAA.  

2.5.2.2.2
On-The-Job Training 

Each screener hired after contract award must complete at least 60 hours of on-the-job training and must pass an on-the-job training test prescribed by the FAA.

2.5.2.2.3
Recurrent Training

Each screener must complete annual recurrent training provided by the FAA and must pass a recurrent test prescribed by the FAA.  

2.5.2.2.4
Lack of Training    

If the Contracting Officer determines that Contractor employees do not, in fact, possess required initial training, on-the-job training, and qualifications; or, if employees fail to successfully complete recurrent training and testing, the Contracting Officer will direct the Contractor to immediately remove such employees from duty and provide qualified replacements at no additional cost to the Government.  If the Contractor fails to provide such replacements, the Government may exercise one of its options under the 3.10.4-5 Inspection Time and Material and Labor Hour (April 1996) clause, Section E.2, or may exercise other options available through other provisions of the contract.

2.5.2.2.5
Record Maintenance

The Contractor shall maintain a record that assigned employees have satisfactorily completed initial, on-the-job, and recurrent training.  This record shall list employees by name and social security number, and shall include the date of each type of training and associated testing certificates.  Such records shall be made available to the Contracting Officer upon request.

2.5.3
Continuous Employee Observation/Evaluation    

The Contractor shall arrange for continuous supervisory observation and evaluation of all screening personnel and take appropriate corrective measures for all infractions noted in the course of performing assigned screening duties.

2.6.
Entry Control    

The Contractor shall deter unauthorized personnel or property from entering into the sterile area of assigned airports.  

3.0
Government Furnished Property and Services 

In accordance with the "GOVERNMENT PROPERTY" clause in Section I, the Government will provide the Contractor the use of certain Government owned or leased facilities, equipment, and materials for use only in connection with this contract.  The use of Government furnished property for other purposes is prohibited.  All such facilities, equipment, and materials will be provided in "as is" condition.

3.1 Maintenance Use and Inventory of Equipment, Property and Materials

The offerors shall provide a copy of their written maintenance use and inventory programs for all property, equipment and materials that will be used in the performance of this contract.  This includes both contractor furnished items, as well as Government Furnished Property, Equipment and Material.  The maintenance program shall include preventative maintenance, major repair and replacement.  Use procedures shall insure that the property, equipment and materials will be used only for those purposes authorized in the contract.  The inventory program shall include procedures for conducting physical inventories, including scheduling, responsibilities, and record keeping for all property, equipment and materials used by the contractor.

3.2 Government Furnished Equipment 

The Government will provide the Contractor the use of existing and available Government owned or leased equipment in the performance of the contract.  Such Government furnished equipment is listed in Attachment J-7 (TBD).

(1) To the extent feasible, the Contractor and the Government Representative may conduct a joint inventory before commencing work under this contract to determine the exact number and serviceability of Government furnished equipment.  The Contractor shall then certify the findings of this inventory, assume accounting responsibility, and subsequently report inventory discrepancies to the Government Representative.  Government furnished equipment shall not be removed from the airport site/facility unless approved by the Contracting Officer in writing.

3.3
Government Furnished Material 

The Government will furnish the material described in Attachment J-7 (TBD) to the Contractor on a one-time basis for use only in connection with this contract.  The Contractor and the Government Representative shall conduct a joint inventory before commencing work under this contract to determine the exact amount and serviceability of Government furnished materials.  The Contractor shall then certify the findings of this inventory, assume accounting responsibility for all materials supplied, and shall provide documentation supporting issue/use of such material.  Upon depletion of material provided to the Contractor by the Government, the Contractor shall furnish all material to perform the work of the contract, except as otherwise specified herein.  Upon completion or termination of this contract a second joint inventory shall be conducted, if necessary, of all unused Government furnished materials.  The Contractor shall be held liable for all materials that cannot be accounted for by issue/use documentation.

4.0
Contractor Furnished Items 

The Contractor shall provide all equipment, materials, and services to perform the requirements of this contract.  A list of specific Contractor furnished material and equipment shall be provided in the proposal  (IAW Attachment J-8).

5.0
Definitions 

As used throughout this contract, the following terms shall have the meaning set forth below.  Additional definitions are in the "DEFINITIONS" clause in Section I.

.


a.  Qualified Screening Personnel.  Those screeners who meet all uniform, appearance, standards of conduct, security, and are trained in accordance with training requirements.


b.  Contractor.  The term Contractor as used herein refers to both the prime Contractor and any subcontractors.  The prime Contractor shall ensure that his/her subcontractors comply with the provisions of this contract.


c.  Contractor Representative.  A foreman or superintendent assigned in accordance with the "CONTRACTOR EMPLOYEES" clause, Section H.10.


d.  Screening Location.  A site where persons or property are inspected for the presence of any unauthorized explosive, incendiary, or deadly or dangerous weapon.


e.  Response Time.  Response time is defined as the time allowed the Contractor after initial notification of a work requirement to be physically on the premises at the work site with appropriate equipment and materials, ready to perform the work required.  Response times are designated in the appropriate clauses throughout the SIR.

The FAA Contracting Officer or designee shall make final acceptance of all deliverable items, in writing.

F.2
PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance for this contract is up to 9 months from the date of contract award.  The government anticipates that the services provided under this contract will be transitioned to a governmental function within 9 months of contract award.  (See F.7)  The Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor in writing at least 30 calendar days in advance of the transition.  The services performed under this contract will cease once the transition is completed. (See H.15)

F.2.2
Continuity of Services

The Contractor recognizes that the services under this contract are vital to the Government and must be continued without interruption.  The Contractor agrees to exercise its best efforts and cooperation to effect an orderly and efficient transition to the Government.

The Contractor shall, upon the Contracting Officer’s written notice:

(a) Negotiate in good faith a plan with the Government to determine the nature and extent of phase-in, phase-out services required.  The Contractor shall provide sufficient experienced personnel during any phase-in, phase-out period to ensure that the services called for by this contract are maintained at the required level of proficiency.

(b) The Contractor shall allow as many personnel as practicable to remain on the job to help the successor maintain the continuity and consistency of the services required by this contract.

(a) General.  All work to be performed under this contract shall be ordered by the issuance of Task Orders.  The Contractor shall only charge, at rates allowed by the contract, or time and material expended in performing effort required by Task Orders issued under this contract.

However, the Contractor reserves the right to charge the costs of any permissible charges back to the government, provided that only to the extent sovereign immunity specific to those permitted charges has been waived.  All such documentation will be furnished to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Officer prior to performance of the contract unless waived by the Contracting Officer.

If insurance coverage or other financial protection in effect on the date the approving official authorizes use this clause is reduced, the Government’s liability under this clause shall not increase as a result.

     (d) When the claim, loss, or damage is caused by willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of any of the Contract’s principal officials, the Contractor will not be indemnified for:

      (1) Government claims against the Contractor (other than those arising through subrogation); or

      (2) Loss or damage affecting the Contractor’s property.

3. Any act of one or more persons, whether or not agents of a sovereign power, for political or terrorist purposes and whether the loss or damage resulting therefrom is accidental or intentional, except for ransom or extortion demands;

4. Any malicious act or act of sabotage, vandalism or other act intended to cause loss or damage;

5. Confiscation, nationalization, seizure, restraint, detention, appropriation, requisition for title or use by or under the order of any foreign government (whether civil or military or de facto) or foreign public or local authority;

6. Hijacking or unlawful seizure or wrongful exercise of control of the aircraft or crew (including any attempt at such seizure and control) made by any person or persons onboard the aircraft or otherwise, acting without the consent of the contractor;

7. The discharge or detonation of any weapon or explosive device while on an aircraft covered by a war risk insurance policy provided under chapter 443 of title 49 o the U.S. Code.

The amount of indemnification shall not exceed the dollar amount equal to twice the amount per occurrence limit of liability for losses resulting from a war risk contained in insurance previously held by the contractor or provided to the contractor by the air carrier for which the contractor was providing services.  To the extent the contractor was covered by differing dollar amounts of coverage for these risks, the amount of indemnification shall not exceed the dollar amount equal to twice the largest amount per occurrence limit of liability for losses resulting from a war risk in a policy that covered the contractor of September 11, 2001.  

The Contractor shall be responsible for and shall indemnify and hold the Government harmless in connection with any loss or liability from damage to or destruction of property (including Government furnished property) or from injuries to or death of persons (including the agents and employees of both parties), but only in proportion to and to the extent such damage, destruction, injury or death is caused by or results from acts or omissions of Contractor, its officers, agents or employees in the performance of work under the contract, unless such damage, destruction, injury or death is caused solely by the active negligence of the Government’s employees, agents or representatives.  The Contractor agrees to include this clause, appropriately modified, in all subcontracts to be issued for performance of the work under this contract.

In the event that the contractor is currently incurring costs for war risk insurance through the airline the contractor shall identify such costs and furnish all records.  In such event the contractor shall be responsible under this contract to make such payments to the Government for indemnification under the terms of this contract.

If any security pre-departure screening inspection site is closed because of an Act of God, (e.g., fog, snow, etc.), the government shall be billed only for actual hours worked.
