DRAFTING SUPPORT SERVICES

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) intends to procure 

Drafting services to accomplish preparation of reproduction camera-ready copy from compilation instructions and manuscripts provided by the government. This is not a request for offer/proposal nor is there an obligation on the part of the FAA to acquire these services. Interested sources should submit qualification information evidencing their capabilities to meet the minimum requirements identified in paragraph three (3). 

1. The drafting services are applicable to Instrument Flight Rules

(IFR) Aeronautical Charts, and Visual Flight Rules (VFR) Aeronautical Charts.  The services include requirements for detailed edit of all work that shall not constitute grounds for altering delivery schedules.  IFR charts will be sent for services twice during a 56-day revision cycle, in quantities ranging from 30–40 charts per cycle.  VFR charts are submitted twice in 28-day cycles with quantities ranging from 15 to 20 charts per cycle.  The services require pick-up and delivery (from NACO in Silver Spring, MD), materials management, accuracy of services, and a systematic quality assurance plan. 

2. A list of chart types is provided below and examples are available

for inspection at the respective Branch office of NACO’s Aeronautical Charting Division (ACD) SSMC-4, 1305 East-West Highway, Silver Spring, MD.  The drafting of charts is done on a series of plates (SBC vinyl chloride acetate plastic sheeting .007 inch thick) identified as follows:

A.  Instrument Flight Rules (IFR) Aeronautical Charts (Room 2500):

3.  The Contractor shall possess capability to supervise all labor, manage equipment and materials, and provide the following:

A. No less than 100 square feet of office space, including a drafting table and standard drafting lighting equipment for the Government inspection. The Government reserves the right to conduct periodic visits at the contractor’s facilities/work space for the term of the contract.

B. Tailored type and symbology that is defined as all proper names, specific frequencies, data listings, etc., which would be unique to each individual chart.

C. Positive wax-backed stripper film (the only acceptable material), of standard type and symbology (negatives furnished by the government), for type stick-up. Standard type and symbology are defined as all airway designators, range areas, mileages, bearings, credit notes, etc., which would be standard for each individual chart.

D. Stable base film: Dimensional stability characteristics shall

    be equal to or better than vinyl chloride acetate plastic

sheeting .007 inch thick.

E. Two copies of all type utilized during the drafting process the drafting process for each chart.  The type must be separated by chart identification on positive wax-backed stripper film, shall be enclosed with the updated drawings for the first and subsequent deliveries. 

F. Facility access located within 50 miles of the Silver Spring, MD.  

Qualified sources should include evidence of experience with IFR and VFR Charts by reference, and identify skilled personnel by resume. Responses are requested on or before 7 Mar 2003.  Address the response to Federal Aviation Administration, ATTN: Avis Franklin, AMQ 310, MPB RM 380, 6500 S MacArthur, and OKC, OK 73125.

This is not a request for proposals, and sources that submit a response should not exceed 10 pages.  The FAA will not be liable for any costs associated with the preparation of responses to this request.  The responses may be used to form the acquisition strategy for future requirements.
