PART I – SECTION D

PACKAGING AND MARKING

D.1 Preservation and Packing and Packaging

All equipment, components delivered under this contract shall be preserved, packed and packaged in accordance with the Contractor’s best commercial practice or in accordance with MIL-STD 129 or best commercial practice that meets the MIL Standard.  The contractor shall assure delivery at Destination and prevent deterioration of the equipment, components and supplies due to the hazards of shipping, handling and storage.

D.2 Marking of Reports

The Contractor shall mark all data deliverables as follows:

1. Identify CLIN/SLIN

2. Report Title of CDRL

3. Contract Number

4. Data

5. Distribution, if not addressed in the CDRL or is in response to a CDRL

D.3 Marking of System Shipments

In addition to Bar-coding as required in Section C, all shipments after Government acceptance shall be marked on the outside of the package with the following:

1. Contract number and CLIN/SLIN number

2. Contractor’s name and address

3. List of contents

4. Name of item and FAA type designation (nomenclature)

5. Quantity

6. Gross Weight of the Container

7. Warranty expiration date

D.4   Request for Shipping Instructions

a. This paragraph applies to any Contract Line Item that provides for Contractor installation.  If the Contractor has not been furnished the consignee’s address or any other data needed to enable shipment, the Contractor shall request such information from the Contracting Officer, at least 30 days prior to the date the Contractor expects to make shipment.  The information needed will be furnished by the Contracting Officer or an officially designated representative by whatever means is most appropriate.  FAA Form 4500-1 will be used for end-item  (Turnkey) shipments.  The following CLINS are Turnkey shipments and are covered by this Clause:  (TO BE FILLED AS SECTION B AND F are completed)

b. If the Contractor is not responsible for installing any turnkey item as identified in paragraph (a), the following is required:

1. At least 30 days prior to the date the Contractor expects to make shipment of any system, end-item in whole, or in part when authorized, the Contractor shall request shipping instructions from the Contracting Officer or an officially designated representative.  Each request for shipping instructions will require:

A. Contract number and CLIN/SLIN number

B. Expected date of shipment

C. Current contract unit price for each CLIN/SLIN for shipment

D. Quantity – the number of units to be shipped

E. Weight and cube of the shipment

F. A statement of any specialized carriage that may be necessary, such as, padded van or flat bed, if shipment is by air.

2. The Transportation Officer on FAA Form 4500-1, “Project Material Shipping Notice Report,” shall issue shipping instructions.  The Transportation Officer is the only person authorized to issue FAA Form 4500-1, unless the Contracting Officer specifically authorizes otherwise.  NO shipment shall be made the by the Contractor, whether FOB Origin or Destination, unless and until the FAA Form 4500-1 has been received and accepted.  Failure of the Contractor to observe these requirements may delay payment of invoices related to shipments.

c. Any contract line item to be delivered FOB, Origin, and the Transportation Officer will furnish a Government Bill of Lading to the Contractor or authorize use of commercial bill of lading forms and procedures as provided in paragraph (d) below.

d. If the transportation charges per shipment do not exceed $100.00, the Contractor may be authorized by the Transportation Officer to use commercial bill of lading forms and procedures in lieu of Government bill of lading.  Transportation charges shall be included on the invoice as a separate item.  A copy of the receipted freight bill shall be included with the invoice.

D.5 Order Priority for Delivery

The following priorities shall apply for delivery of all items.  The assigned FAA Logistics Center (FAALC) manager shall make the designation of priority delivery.

1) Priority 1.  This priority is required when an extreme emergency condition exists.  It will be used when either the prime or standby equipment is inoperative or when a facility is operating at reduced performance, which adversely affects air traffic control operations.   Shipment to the designated facility is to be made within twenty-four (24) hours after receipt of notification by the FAALC manager.

2) Priority 2.  This priority is required when an emergency condition is determined to exist.  This condition exists when a facility is operating with substandard equipment or other operating conditions indicate immediate facility failure or outage.  Shipment to the designated facility is to be made with 48 hours after receipt of notification by the FAALC manager.

3) Priority 5.  This is a routine requirement or stock replenishment.  Shipment to the designated facility is to be made within eight days after receipt of notification by the FAALC manager.

The Contractor shall provide a 24-hour per day seven days per week point of contact to receive requisitions.  A name and phone number shall be provided as a point of contact.  Requisitions/orders shall be submitted to the Contractor via telephone, facsimile, or direct computer linkage.  Telephone requisitions shall be confirmed in writing via letter or facsimile.

D.6 Shipment of Exchange and Repair (E&R) Items

a.  From Contractor to Government facility:  Upon request by the Government, the Contractor shall ship a serviceable E&R item to the designated Government field facility.  Shipping instructions for those repaired items will be furnished by the assigned FAALC manager.  The FAALC manager will contact the Contractor’s depot repair facility and provide a voucher control number (FAA Form 4650-12) for each forthcoming repair action.  The Contractor shall bill transportation charges as a separate item on all invoices.  If the item shipping charges for any one destination exceed $100, the waybill shall be marked “THESE TRANSPORTATION CHARGES ARE TO BE PAID AS A SEPARATE AND DIRECT ITEM BY THE U.S. GOVERNMENT; THEREFORE, ANY SPECIAL U.S. GOVERNMENT TRANSPORTATION RATES MUST BE APPLIED.”  The method of shipment shall be commensurate with the designated priority of the requirements and may be specifically designated by the assigned FAALC manager.

b.  From Government Facility to Contractor:  Upon receipt of serviceable item at the Government facility, a repairable item shall be shipped using the prepaid return provided by the Contractor directly from the field facility.  The repairable item will be returned to the Contractor by traceable means within ten (10) calendar days. 

D.7 Shipment of Expendable Items

Upon request by the Government, the Contractor shall ship the specified quantity of the expendable item to the designated Government field facility.  Shipping instructions for the expendable items will be furnished by the assigned FAALC manager.  The Contractor shall bill transportation charges as a separate item on all invoices.  If the items shipping charges for any one destination exceed $100, the waybill shall be marked “THESE TRANSPORTATION CHARGES ARE TO BE PAID AS A SEPARATE AND DIRECT ITEM BY THE U.S. GOVERNMENT; THEREFORE, ANY SPECIAL U.S. GOVERNMENT TRANSPORTATION RATES MUST BE APPLIED.”  Method of shipment shall be commensurate with the designated priority of the requirements and may be specifically designated by the assigned FAALC manager.
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
