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Notes and Contents

1. General Notes

All DID numbers contain the prefix “MDR-A-“ followed by a 3 digit number.  CDRL numbers all start with A and use the same DID number.  The only exceptions are A041 Performance Examination and A048 Theory of Operations Examination.  These two use FAA Standards.

All days are calendar days unless stated otherwise.  All submitted electronic material shall be submitted on a read only CD ROM.

The CDRL form uses FAA Template No. 59.  There is an instruction sheet (b) below that describes the contents of each block.  It also lists the ACRONYMS or “CODE” used in the appropriate blocks.  The DIDs use FAA Template No. 60.  There are no special instructions for the DIDS.  
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
