Amendment to Public Announcement for the 

Centennial of Flight Commission (COFC) Web Enhancement.

Item (e) of the Public Announcement states:  "The intellectual property rights of this material.  No material may be placed on the COFC web site which is not cleared for free public dissemination and reprinting elsewhere.  Written assurance is to be provided that, upon acquisition, the material(s) will become property of the United States Government."

The language has been changed to the following:

(e) The intellectual property rights of this material.  For preexisting materials (books, articles, photographs, etc.), a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable worldwide license to reproduce, prepare derivative works, distribute copies to the public, and perform publicly and display publicly, by or on behalf of the United States Government, is required before the materials may be placed on the COFC Web site.  For works of authorship first produced in the performance of this contract, the Contractor agrees to assign copyright of such works to the United States Government.

**The due date has been extended from May 7, 2001 to May 14, 2001**

Questions/Clarifications

1) If these scanned web-based documents funded under the PA are the property of the United States government does this mean that:  Only the copies of the files given to the government become the property of the government?

Yes, only the scanned copies of the files become the property of the government.
2) The scanned documents are the government's property and cannot be used

on the submitter’s web site?  Would the submitter have to

seek permission from the government to use these documents on their web

sites?

The scanned documents could be used on the submitter’s web site.  No permission from the government would be required.
3) The government could pass this property to a non-United States

government third party, such as a state government, profit or non-profit

entity - including other museums?

Yes, but if the material is copyrighted, a third party would have to seek 

a license from the copyright owner.
4) That the government or third party could copyright, publish, or

otherwise make commercial use of these materials either related or

unrelated to the COFC web site?  Is this what reprinting refers to in

clause B(e)?

The government would not copyright uncopyrighted material.  It would be 

available for third parties to use if it was NOT copyrighted.  Again, if 

the material was already copyrighted, third parties would be required to 

obtain a copyright license from the copyright owner.
