The United States Centennial of Flight Commission (COFC) was created by Congress in 1998 to encourage and promote the commemoration of the achievements of the Wright brothers and the centennial of powered flight.  To assist in achieving that goal, the COFC has a World Wide Web site at www.centennialofflight.gov that includes information related to the centennial of flight celebration and the history of aviation.





In accordance with Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition Management System (FAAAMS) Section 3.2.2.3.1.2.1, Screening Information Request, the FAA intends to award one or more contracts for the COFC to obtain for inclusion on its web site historical information regarding the Wright Brothers that is credible, authentic, legitimate and educational.  Examples include documentary information, research, photographs, motion pictures, links to other web sites, etc.  Potential offerors must be capable of providing both hard copy and digitized (electronic) format of the material submitted for inclusion on the COFC web site.  





Potential offerors must provide a cover letter, a proposal with cost information relevant to the material submitted.  The referenced material should be provided to the Contract Specialist by May 7, 2002 at 4:00 p.m.  The proposal may be sent via U.S. mail, facsimile (202) 267-5149 or hand delivered to the following address:

Proposals shall be submitted as follows:





Cover Letter -  Potential offerors are to provide their:  (a) name, address, telephone number(s), facsimile number(s), and/or web address; (b) occupation and other relevant background information; and (c) the reason or manner by which the potential offeror has the historical material(s) in their possession or control, e.g., private property, museum or educational institution property, original research paper, etc. 





The cover letter may consist of any information the offeror desires to submit in 


support of determining technical acceptability, i.e. verification of the offerors 


credentials describing the relevant historical material(s) that may have been provided 


to other organizations.


(B)	     Proposal Preparation -  Potential offerors are to provide in their proposal:





(a)	The exact nature and scope of the documentary, photographic, etc., material to be placed on line at the COFC web site.  This shall describe in detail the type of material, its significance for understanding the history of the Wright brothers, the form of presentation such as .pdf, html, etc., and the overall structure of the informational exhibit that will result.





(b)	A syllabus of the materials to be prepared or provided.  The syllabus is to cover specific time periods and activities.  It also is to specify the number and type of items involved with each topic; the grade or reading level for each item; the length of each item; and the source of each item.





(c)	The method of verifying the accuracy of the materials to be placed on line, provenance of documents in private hands, etc.





(d)	The relationship of this material to other web sites relating to the Wright brothers, and other documentary collections not already on-line.





(e)	The intellectual property rights of this material.  No material may be placed on the COFC web site which is not cleared for free public dissemination and reprinting elsewhere.  Written assurance is to be provided that, upon acquisition, the material(s) will become property of the United States Government.





(f)	An explanation of the significance of the proposed material to the greater understanding of the Wright Brothers and their place in the development of flight.





(g)	All proposed material to shall be provided in high resolution electronic digitized format that is compatible with loading immediately onto the COFC web site.











Cost Information 





     Total price, if any, for delivery of the final product(s) ready for 


placement on the COFC web site.  If a separate fee will be involved for obtaining and 


using any information that ultimately will be accessible by and disseminated to the public


via the COFC web site from the contractor or any other source identified or arranged for 


by the contractor, then such fee must be a one time, up front charge for either usage in 


perpetuity or for at least a three year period rather than being any kind of monthly, annual, 


per use, item, or other type of recurring charges.





Evaluation





Potential offerors’ material will be selected based on a subjective assessment as to the originality and authenticity of the material(s), and the worthiness of the material(s) for inclusion on the COFC web site (i.e., not duplicative, has educational and/or historical significance, is needed or desired by the COFC representatives, and is capable of high quality digital reproduction).  There will not be any formal rating or weight assigned to capability statements.





Award


The proposals selected for incorporation to the CFC Website will be awarded to offerors individually via Purchase Orders.  The number of awards will be posted on the FAA Contracting Opportunities Homepage.  Unsuccessful offerors will be notified via correspondence letter with an explanation as to the reason for non-selection.
