PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT:  In accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (AMS), industry is hereby informed that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement over $100,000.00. 





The Federal Aviation Administration has a requirement for ADP Support Services for the Office of the Chief Counsel’s (AGC) Information Resource Management Systems (IRMSs).  These critical operational management information systems provide AGC  and field personnel with on-line access to operational and managerial data.  The continued contractual support of our systems is essential to effectively fulfill all requirements necessary for the efficient operation of our office as well as provide the ability to fulfill our statutory and regulatory requirements with regard to the agency’s missions, goals, and objectives.   





The FAA intends to compete this follow-on contract, under the authority of AMS, Section 3.2.2.3, Complex and Noncommercial Source Selection.  This solicitation will be open to ONLY SMALL BUSINESSES AND SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESSES (SDB)  and  will be based on best value to FAA considering total costs to FAA, technical, resource qualifications, relative experience and past performance, and cost realism.  The contract type is anticipated to be a Indefinite Delivery-Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ).  The contract period of performance will be one base year with four one year options.  The Government intends to award a single contract for this procurement. 





Potential Offerors must demonstrate full understanding of the technical requirements and provide sound approaches for meeting the requirments.





In order to be considered for this effort, the offeror must show extensive experience in software customization/development/rehosting of mission critical software; knowledge of the following programming languages: WANG COBOL, FoxPro, Access, etc.; knowledge and experience with specific hardware/software operating systems environments as follows: WANG and Novell; knowledge in Business Process Reengineering processes (BPR); have experience in imaging systems and automated workflow processes; have experience in developing and implementing strategic information resources planning; experience and knowledge in communications operations support; must have knowledge and experience in international slot management and scheduling support; must have the capability to provide maintenance to support a wide range of desktop and server systems that include PC’s, workstations, WANGS, etc.; have some knowledge of operations of a legal department and operations of a Government entity; and have the requisite skills and experience necessary to perform the services required by AGC. 





It is anticipated that a Screening Information Request (SIR) will be posted for this requirement within 30 days from the date of posting of this announcement.  Any vendors interested in this requirement are requested to respond to the SIR when it is posted.  Vendors are specifically requested not to respond to this public announcement.
