



Notice of Intent to make Award

This public announcement is being issued in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management System (AMS)  Section 3.2.2.4.1.2.  The FAA intends to issue a Screening Information Request (S.I.R.) within 30 days to Planning Resource Corporation, Inc. (PRC), 12005 Sunrise Valley Drive, Reston, VA. 20191, for the scoping of the FAA’s airspace redesign environmental impact study, development of associated strategic plans and management of  broad scale program oversight efforts.  Because of PRC Inc.’s unique experience with the FAA’s airspace redesign effort on the Expanded East Coast Plan (EECP) Environmental Impact Study (EIS), regional airspace planning, and the FAA’s Environmental Assessment on the rulemaking for the Special Flight rules in the vicinity of Grand Canyon National Park, PRC Inc. is uniquely experienced in meshing the FAA’s organization with the technical requirements of coordinating and conducting an airspace EIS.   

It is intended that the SIR will become a sole source contract to PRC, Inc. for an estimated value of $5 million.   This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals, however responsible sources may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement.  If you believe that you should be considered for this effort, send your capability statement demonstrating how and why your company should be considered.  Capability statements must be limited to not more than 10 pages.
