In accordance with Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition Management System (FAAMS), the intent of this public notification is to ascertain the general availability of suppliers for the items identified herein.  This public notice is not intended to guarantee public notification of procurement of the production.  This requirement consists of a basic requirement for software and maintenance, and an option requirement for consulting support services and training.  The basic requirement is an “all-or-none” acquisition, and the option requirement is an “all-or-none” acquisition.  





REQUIREMENT:   The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement for software to support the Telecommunications Information Management System.  Under the basic requirement, the software items that are required are as follows:  twelve (12) A+EDM Administrator Software (WIN) and maintenance; thirteen (13) A+EDM Staging Software; twelve (12) A+EDM Client Kit (Solaris) and maintenance; 400 units of A+EDM Client Kit (Win, NT, 95) software and maintenance; one (1) ISM Trouble Ticket/ARS 5 floating licenses.  Under the option requirement, the services required are as follows:  Principal consultant (280 man hours) to provide A+ Openmaster Engineering SVC; Staff consultant (120 man hours) to provide A+ Openmaster; Principal Consultant (99 man-days) for A+EDM; four (4) A+EDM CBT training components; one (1) A+EDM on-site customer lab for 16 people.  Both principal and staff consultant must be experienced in Automated Software Distribution Application.  The software product sought herein must provide the unique capabilities of software management as a continual process, not as a discrete event.  It has a patented configuration offering “object differencing” automation technology that continuously and automatically updates all server/desktops across the enterprise.  When an application version, management policy, or server desktop configuration changes, the software automatically performs object differencing to identify the differences between the management model for that server/desktop and the physical software configuration on the desktop.  The software updates the server/desktop by adding or deleting only those software files that differ from the management policy.  





The value of the base requirement is not expected to exceed $110,000.  The value of the option requirement for consulting services and training is not expected to exceed $225,000.  The FAA will not be held responsible for costs incurred in responding to this announcement.
