3. As indicated in the acquisition data package provided to offerors on the 16th of April, 1999, the NEXCOM Product Team (PT) had decided to provide information on the proposed acquisition approach at this early stage in the acquisition process to involve potential offerors in the team’s approach.  We received many useful suggestions, comments and questions.  At that time, we believed that it would be useful to openly share the information with industry. 

4. We committed to provide feedback on comments and questions received and, in fact, the product team spent much time preparing responses to the questions and comments provided.  At this time, however, due to the ongoing budget process and other internal FAA issues, the product team believes it would be best to wait before providing responses to the questions/comments/suggestions provided by industry in response to the 16 April 1999 acquisition data package.

5. The NEXCOM PT will continue to follow the draft plan as outlined in the acquisition data package provided to potential offerors on 16 April.  The PT encourages all interested parties to review the documents provided as part of this announcement.  However, it is important to note that the responses received as well as internal FAA decisions may affect how and or if the program moves forward as initially contemplated and described in the acquisition data package of 16 April 1999.

The NEXCOM product team would like to thank you for your continued interest, and more importantly, your active participation in working with the FAA to refine the requirements documents so that the PT may continue to move forward.  As you may be aware, the budget environment the agency finds itself in for fiscal year 2000 provides a true challenge.  Of course, all program plans are subject to the availability of funding.
