You may submit questions in writing by facsimile to the attention of Clarence Davis, Contracting Officer, at (425) 227-2938.  All questions must be in writing; telephone questions will not be answered.

If you choose to respond to this SIR, you must submit all of the information required by this request.  An Integrated Product Team (IPT) will evaluate each response received.  In evaluating responses to the SIR, the IPT will determine which offerors are technically acceptable.  Vendors determined to be technically acceptable and capable of providing the greatest value to the FAA will be added to the QVL for the solicitation of all applicable future requirements.  Vendors determined unacceptable by the IPT will not be added to the QVL and will not be solicited for any applicable future requirements.  However, these vendors will be afforded the opportunity to resubmit screening information at a later date (to be determined by the FAA) for reevaluation and possible addition to the QVL with any other interested vendors.

The FAA has revised it’s service areas as a result of the Lessons Learned process at the completion of earlier QVL evaluations.  The changes do not affect the scope of the QVL, but simply the groupings for the evaluation process.  For your information, the grouping changes are listed below:

1.
Underground Storage Tanks are unchanged.  The description has been modified to more accurately describe the work required under this service area.

2.
SPCC is unchanged.

3.
Asbestos and Lead Abatement was changed to remove the professional services and concentrate on abatement work.  Asbestos services previously included here have been moved to the new category of services titled: Industrial Hygiene Services.

4.
Industrial Hygiene Services in a new name that encompasses the previous asbestos services discussed under 3 above and the OSHA/Safety requirements of the previous year.

5.
EDDAs remain unchanged.

6.
NEPA has changed to incorporate two other service categories from the previous year: Historical Preservation and Ecological (now know as Biological Assessments).

7.
Hazardous Material Assessments and Remediation is a new service category title comprised of the previous year’s CERCLA/RCRA, PCB/CFC/Other, Environmental Audits, and Solid Waste Management Unit Review.

8.
Nonhazardous Waste Management is new service category title comprised of the previous year’s Nonhazardous Waste Disposal and Waste Minimization.

9.
Training in Environmental Topics remains unchanged.

NOTE:  The FAA is only seeking screening information for those items listed on the Statement of Interest sheet. No other submission will be considered. 

If you were previously qualified for addition to the QVL in one of the service areas that has been combined into a new category, this will affect you as follows:


If you were qualified in every service area that has combined into the new service category listed above, you are fully qualified in that service category.


If you were not determined qualified for every service area which has been combined into the new service area you have two options:

1.
Do nothing; you will continue to receive RFOs for work for which you were qualified the previous year.  You will not, however, receive RFOs for work in that service category for which you were not evaluated as qualified the previous year.

2.
Submit screening information meeting the requirements of the service category listed on the Statement of Interest sheet, and be evaluated for addition to the QVL for the service category of interest.
